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Executive Summary

The Constituencies Fund Committee is a Select Committee of Parliament constituted

pursuant to Section 27 (1) ofthe Constituencies Development Fund Act, 2003.

As required by Standing Order No. 182, the Committee prepared its Half Year Progress

Report for the period l't fanuary, 2011 to 31$fune,2011.

During this period, the Constituencies Fund Committee held fifteen (15) Sittings. These

were mostly in-house meetings with the CDF Board to consider CDF project approvals,

funds disbursement, CDF Board Budget for FY 20L1'/72 and other policy issues

regarding the Fund.

Further, the Committee met iointly with the Transport, Public Works and Housing

Committee held two meetings to consider a draft report on Inquiry into Allocation of

Fuel Levy Funds for the FY 2009/10. The final report is yet to be adopted by the two

committees.

The Committee also met with the Budget Committee and the Deputy Prime Minister and

Minister for Finance on 3'd May, 2011 to deliberate on the issue of arrears owed to CDF

by Treasury. The meeting was successful as it resulted in the DPM and Minister for

Finance atlocating kshs. 1.8 billion in the FY 2011/72 Budget that was owed to CDF.

on local tours, the committee undertook a proiects inspection tour of Karachuonyo and

Kisumu Rural constituencies in May 2011.

The Committee did not undertake any foreign travel. There is a pending request for a

study tour to Brazil. The request was submitted in November and there has been no

response from Liaison Committee since then.

The Committee through the Speaker's Office convened a Speaker's Kamukunji in May

2011 to apprise Members of Parliament of several issues concerning cDF including fate

of cDF in the new constitutional dispensation, emerging issues in CDF, arrears owed to

CDF by Treasury, audit issues and the Court Case No. 344/2010.

The Committee's business was interrupted by CDF (Amendment) Act, 2007 Section

27(1J, which states that the National Assembly shall, in accordance with the Standing

0rders establish a Select committee to be known as the constituencies Fund

Committee. Section 27(2) of the same Act goes further to state that the term ofoffice
of the members of the committee shall be three years renewable or upon the

The Committee also met with a delegation from the National Assembly of Botswana and

shared experiences on the development process in the two countries.



appointment of a new committee in a manner provided for in this Act, whichever
comes earlier.

The Committee was appointed on 3Otl'MaY,200B and therefore its mandate expired on

3Orh April, 2011. The House Business Committee is expected to renew or appoint a new

one when the House resumes its business from recess on 19th f uly, 2011.

In Karachuonyo Constituency the committee inspected:

. Construction of classroom at the Seme Kaima Primary School
. Construction of Rabuor Koguta Bridge project
. Construction and equipping e-touch project - Nyangweta e-touch Centre
. Construction of ward - Got oyaro Dispensary

It was observed that most of the projects were incomplete and that cDF had sufficiently
allocated funds to the proiects. The Committee advised the CDFC that in future, proiect
funding should be limited to the duration of two financial years for the utilization of the

same to be realized.
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It was also observed that the projects funded by CDF were well implemented as

compared to the proiects implemented by the line Ministries or through the Economic
Stimulus Programme.

3.0 Foreign Travel

The Committee did not undertake any foreign travel during this period. There is a
pending request for a study tour to Brazil. The request was submitted in November and

there has been no response from Liaison Committee since then.

5.0 Legal Opinion Sought

The Committee sought a legal opinion from the Office of the Parliamentary Legal

Counsel on the status of Court Case No. MISC. APPL N0. 344 0F 2010 in which a

member of the public went to court seeking to stop disbursement of FY 2010/11 CDF

funds to constituencies on the basis that the Poverty lndex figures of 2006 used would

result in inequitable distribution ofthe funds.

While Parliament was not enjoined in the suit, the matter was of paramount importance

to the Committee because the CDF Board was been restrained from allocating 25% of
2070/71 funds until the case was determined. This had a major impact on

implementation of pro.iects across all constituencies because it meant only 750l0 was

available for disbursement to constituencies.

6.0 Petitions Committed to the Committee

The Committee did not receive any petitions during this period.

Committee foreign visit report

The case was dismissed in fune 2011 and the Board was allowed to disburse the 25% to

constituencies for project implementation.



7.O Joint CFC/CDF Board Working Retreat - March 2011

The Committee and the CDF Board work hand in hand in the implementation of the CDF

Act. In this respect, therefore, the Committee and the Board hold Quarterly retreats to

bond and cement an ideal working relationship between the two organs of the Fund.

The retreats are also aimed at discussing emerging issues in the implementation of the

Act.

The last retreat was held in Nyali Beach Hotel, Mombasa from ZTth February to 1't

March,2011.

See Annex v on the issues raised and the resolutions of the retreat.

8.0 CDF Board Budget for FY 2011/72

The Committee deliberated on the CDF Board's budget for the year 2011/12 and after

thorough scrutiny of the budget, resolved to approve the Board Secretariat 2070/1'l
budget of Kshs.686, 5 10,000.

9.0 Speaker's Kamukunii held on 12th May,Z0ll
The Committee through the Speaker convened a Speaker's Kamukunji on 1Zth May,

2011 in which 40 MPs attended. The following issues were raised and discussed during

the meeting:-

a. CDF Arrears: CFC seeks the support of all sitting MPs irregardless of their party

affiliation to compel the Depuly Prime Minister and Minister for Finance to remit

all arrears owed to CDF in the Fy 201'l/\2 Budget. The arrears amount to Kshs.

5.4 billion.

'l'he MPs present proposed to reach out to all MPs through their respective

Committees. This will be done through the CFC chairman informally meeting all

committee chairs to agree to set aside one Tuesday morning to hold one joint

meeting to discuss the CDF arrears issue.

lf the DPM fails to budget for this shortfall in remittances to CDF, then the MPs

should consider filing a censure motion on the minister.

b. Fate ofCDF in the New Constitution: The MPs resolved to urgently hold a one-

day retreat (within 2 weeks) to discuss the fate of CDF in the new constitution.

The meeting will bring together the MPs and all stakeholders on CDF matters e.g

the Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Planning, the CDF Board etc

The forum will also be used to address the issue of continuation of funding of

ESP projects.
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Performance of the CDF Board: the MPs unanimously agreed that the Board

was overstepping its mandate by asking for unnecessary documentation before

approval of pro.jects. This amounts to micromanaging the CDFCS.

The Chairman assured the MPs of CFC's support in scrutinizing all circulars

before circulating to C D FCs.

Fund Account Managers: the MPs complained that some FAMs are incompetent

thereby hampering project implementation at the constituency level.

The MPs also sought to know the reporting mechanism of FAMs. Who do they

report to at the constituency level?

f. CDF Court Case: the MPs were informed that the Minister has initiated

consultations with the aggrieved parties to have the matter settled out ofcourt.
g. Appointment and replacement of CDFC Members: MPs were informed that

the term of the CDFCs has expired and therefore they were at liberty to
constitute new committees.

h. Hiring of private auditors: MPs were advised to consider hiring private

auditors to audit their accounts for accountability purposes

National Taxpayers Association: the MPs were unhappy with the NTA reports

which cast the MPs in bad light

10.0 MPs Consultative Forum - 9-l2th June,2011

Following the Speaker's Kamukunji held on 12th May,2011, CFC in partnership with The

Institute for Social Accountability organised a workshop held from 9th to 1zth lune 2011

at Travellers Beach Hotel Mombasa.

The MPs Consultative Forum on decentralization brought together 20 Members of

Parliament, 6 parliamentary committee clerks, 4 representatives of government

ministries and institutions and 15 representatives from the civil society.

The following are some of the issues raised and discussed during the retreat:-

Lessons learnt from CDF:
. Ring fenced funds: the ring fencing of CDF funds has ensured that constituencies

ate certain that every year they shall receive development finance which has

enabled rapid establishment of numerous projects all over the country;

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d. Communication from the Board: The MPs demanded that the Board copies to

them all Circulars sent out to CDFCs. A case was cited of Ol Kalou constituency

which had received communication that FAM is a mandatory signatory to all

PMC accounts.



Equality formula: the introduction of the equality formula has allowed more
funds to go to poorer areas;

Funds not returned to treasury: once disbursed CDF funds remain in the
constituency account unlike line ministries;

Statutory protection: the protection of CDF funds through an act of parliament
has ensu red pre dictability and certainty in ava ilability o f the resou rces;

Allocation criteria is focused on key MDG areas with 530/o of funds to date going
towards education, health, water;

These factors have collectively contributed towards the establishment of 60,000
projects since inception worth T0billion (CDF Board website);

National Development and Vision 2030, reconstitute the Board.

iv. Economic Stimulus Programme: The Committee is continually reviewing

implementation of the Economic Stimulus Programme of FY 2009/10 and FY

2010/77.
v. CDF Board's Monthly Reports: The Committee is mandated to consider the CDF

Board's Monthly Reports and it has discharged this mandate diligently.

vi. Proiect tnspection Tours: The Committee has planned to undertake proiect

inspection visits to select constituencies in Coast, Western, Rift Valley, Nyanza

and Central Provinces.

vii. Foreign Study Tour: The Committee has also proposed to travel to Brazil to

study decentralisation of funds in that country.
viii. The Report on Inquiry into Fuel Levy allocation for Financial Year 2009 /1'0

jointly with the Departmental Committee on Transport, Public Works and

Housing is yet to be adopted.
