Section 27(4) (b) expressly vests on flre Committee, the rcsponsibility of corrsidering and

leporting to Parliament. rvith rccommendations, names of persons required to be

approved by Parliament under the Act and considering and recomrnendir-rg to Parliament

any matter requiring action by the National Assembly pursuant to thc provisions of the

Act.

On 8th September 2011, the I{ouse approved the appointrnent of eight (8) out of ten (10)

CDF Board nominees submitted to the Committee by the Minister for Planning, National

Development and Vision 2030. The Minister gazetted the appoinhnent of the eight (8)
