Pursuant to the provisions of Article 127 of the Constitution, the Commission extends an array of
services to Members such as cleaning services, telephone services, printing services, medical
services, catering services, security services, information services, library services and catering
dervices.

It is against this backifu,nu, the National Assembly Standing Order No. 2128 established the
Select Committee on Members' Services and Facilities which is charged with the mandate of
receiving and considering views of Members of the National Assembly on the services and
facilities provided to them by the Commission for their benefit and well-being. The Committee is
also charged with advising and reporting on all matters connected to these services and facilities.
The Committee is therefore the forum through which the Members of the National Assembly
channel views regarding their welfare to the Commission.

While recognizing that for Members to be effective and efficient in undertaking their
constitutional tasks, they must be equipped with the necessary facilities and services by the
Commission, the Committee wishes to establish that the activities being undertaken by the
Commission are in line with letter and spirit of Article 127 (6) of the Constitution.

Article 254 (l) of the Constitution provides that, "As soon as practtcable after the end of each

Jinancial year, each commission, and each holder of an tndependent ffice, shall submit a report
to the President and to Parliamenf". Article 254 (2) further provides that, "At any time, the
President, the National Assembly or the Senate may requtre a commtssion or holder of an
independent ofice to submit a report on a parttculer issue".

In light of the above, the Committee observes that, in the Second Session of the Twelfth
Parliament, it had tabled several reports before the National Assembly outlining an array of
recommendations to the National Assembly. The Second Report of the Committee was debated
and approved by the House without amendments. The Committee has also made observations
drawn from facilitation of Members of Parliament from other legislatures with key interest on
how Members are facilitated with accommodation of offices, parliamentary committees work
and accommodation while attending parliamentary business in Parliament.

From the foregoing, the Committee recommends to the National Assembly:

(1) The Parliamentary Service Commission in accordance with the provisions of Article
254 (2) reports on legislative interventions, regulatory frameworks and/or policies or
otherwise to the House on improvement of services and facilities in Parliament and the
well-being of Members of Parliament.
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(2) The Parliamentary Service Commission in accordance with the provisions of Article
254(2) of the Constitution submits a report on the implementation status of all the

specific resolutions of the House contained in the Second Report of the Committee
adopted by the House on August 15, 2018.

(3) The reports referred to in paragraphs (l), (2) and (3) above be published and publicized
as required under Article 254(3) of the Constitution.

(a) The Parliamentary Service Commission expedites the construction of the Multi-Storey
Office Block with a view to addressing office accommodation and Committee Rooms
shortage within Parliament.

l. The Parliamentary Service Commission is established under Article 127 of the

Constitution. Article 127(6)(a) confers on the Commission the responsibility of providing

services and facilities to ensrue the efficient and effective functioning of Parliament.

Article 127(6)(eXi) of the Constitution further bestows upon the Commission the

constitutional duty of performing functions that are necessary for the well-being of the

Members and Staff of Parliament.

2. Parliament has a wide range of Members' facilities including but not limited to: buildings,

parking bays, gymnasium, offices, office equipment (such as computers and photocopying

facilities), office furniture and fittings, committee rooms; and, mortgage and car loan

facilities. Pursuant to the provisions of Article 127 of the Constitution, the Commission

extends an array of services to Members such as cleaning services, telephone services,

printing services, medical services, catering services, security services, information

services, library services and catering services. The Commission has the mandate of

ensuring that the said services and facilities are extended.

3. The National Assembly Standing Order No. 2l2B establishes the Select Committee on

Members' Services and Facilities which is charged with the responsibility of receiving and

considering views of Members of the National Assembly on the services and facilities

provided to them by the Commission for their benefit and well-being. The Committee is

also charged with advising and reporting on all matters connected to these services and

facilities. The Committee is therefore the forum through which the Members of the

National Assembly channel views regarding their welfare to the Commission.

4. It is believed that, one of the reasons behind the establishment of the Committee in the

National Assembly was to handle matters which were otherwise handled under the

Speaker's Kamulatnji, an informal gathering of all Members chaired by the Speaker. This

therefore formalizes deliberations of the said informal meetings and provides a channel

through which the said issues can find their way to the House by way of a Report.
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5. The Committee recognizes that, for Members to be effective and efficient in their

constitutional obligations, they must be suffrciently provided with the necessary facilities

and services as enunciated under Article 127 (6) of the Constitution.

6. The Committee is guided by the provision Article 254 (l) of the Constitution which

provides that, "As soon as practtcable after the end of each financial year, each

commission, and each holder of an independent ffice, shall submtt a report to the

President and to Parliament" and Article254 (2) which further provides that, "at any time,

the President, the National Assembly or the Senate may require a commtssion or holder of

an independent ofice to submit a report on a particular issue".

7. The Committee, during. the Second Session of the Twelfth Parliament, tabled several

reports to the National Assembly outlining an aray of recommendations to the National

Assembly. All the recommendations contained in the Second Report of the Committee

were adopted by the House requiring the Commission to implement certain specific issues.

1.1. Objectives of the Report

Main Objective of the Report

8. The main objective of this Report is for the National Assembly to require the Parliamentary

Service Commission to submit a report on all the specific issues contained in the Second

Report of the Committee.

SpeciJic Objectives of the Report

9.The specific objectives of this Report are-

(a) to invoke the provisions of Article 254(2) of the Constitution and require the

Parliamentary Service Commission to submit a report on implementation status of all the

specific resolutions of the House contained the Second Report of the Committee.

(b) to call upon the Commission to apprise the National Assembly on the successes and

failures of the Commission, if any, during the Second Session and recommend to the

House on the best way forward to enhance the effective and efficient functioning of

Parliament;

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(c) to require the Commission to make specifrc recommendations on legislative

interventions, regulatory frameworks and/or policies or otherwise to the House geared

towards the improvement of services and facilities in Parliament and the well-being of

Members of Parliament.

2. Methodologies and Strategies Used to Collect and Collate Views on Services and

Facilities

10. In the realization of its objectives, the Committee-

(a) reviewed the responsibilities of the Commission as provided for under Article 127(6) of

the Constitution, the mode of reporting of the Commission, like any other constitutional

commission or independent offices as provided under Article 254(l) of the Constitution

and the recommendations of the Committee as contained in its Second Report;

(b) undertook inspection visits to the various facilities within Parliament; and,

(c) drew lessons from other Parliamentary Jurisdictions.

2.1. Responsibilities of the Parliamentary Service Commission and reporting by the

Commission to the House

I 1. The Commission under Article 127 (6) of the Constitution is responsible for providing

services and facilities to ensure the efficient and effective functioning of Parliament.

Article 127(6)(e)(i) of the Constitution further bestows upon the Commission the

constitutional duty of performing functions that are necessary for the well-being of the

Members and Staff of Parliament.

12. Article 254 (l) of the Constitution provides that, "As soon as practicable after the end of

each financial year, each commission, and each holder of an tndependent ofice, shall

submtt a report to the President and to Parliamenr" and Article 254 (2) which further

provides that, "At any time, the President, the National Assembly or the Senate may require

a commission or holder of an independent ofJice to submit a report on a parttcular issue".

Resolutions of the House on Services and Facilities

13. During its sitting held on l5th August,2Ol8, the National Assembly considered the First

and Second Reports of the Committee and approved the same without amendments.

15. With regard to office accommodation in Parliament, the Committee also observed that the

Parliamentary Service Commission is in the process of coming up with a Multi-Storey

Sixth kpfi of tbe Comnithe ot Membcn' Seruins andFacilitiu (March 2019)
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Office Block. The Office Block was initiated by the Tenth Parliament to address the

shortage of offices for Members of Parliament and committee rooms. It was also observed

that there was a poor working environment in the Continental House, Parliament Buildings

as the offices in Continental House are small and without proper ventilation. The location

of the health club in the basement of Continental House was also not viewed as an ideal

location.

16. The proposed building comprises of 26 floors above ground, four basements and atunnel

linking the building to Main Parliament. The following facilities will be provided in the

building: -

(a) Members offices ( l9 floors with a total of 3 l9 offices for members);

(b) 21 committee rooms (4 floors);

(c) Restaurant (23'd floor);

(d) Health Club (24th and part of 25th floor); and

(e) Four basement parking floors with a capacity of 350 cars;

(f) The ground floor will house the reception areas and security operations spaces;

(g) The Fourth floor has an open sky garden.

17. The Committee observed that, during the design it was noted that Members needed to be

facilitated to move quickly to the chamber especially when the division bell is rung. This

necessitated the construction of the pedestrian tunnel with the access building that will

enable members to access three floors of the main Parliament Building.

Lessons Drawn from other Parliamentary Jurisdictions on Salaries and Allowances lo

Members of Parliament

18. During the Second Session of the Twelfth Parliament, the Committee undertook study

visits to the Parliament of India, Parliament of New Zealand and the National Assembly of

Zarrbia. The Committee drew some lessons as summarized hereunder-

(a) Parliament of India

19. Article 106 of the Constitution of India provides that the members of either House of

Parliament shall be entitled to receive salaries and allowances as may from time to time be

l0lnage
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determined by Parliament. The Salary, Allowances and Pension of Members of Parliament

Act, 1954, enacted pursuant to the constitutional provision, governs the salaries and

allowances of the members.

A Joint Committee of the two Houses, constituted from time to time, frame rules, after

consultation with the Govemment of India, to provide for matters like medical, housing,

telephone facilities, etc. and for regulating the payment of daily and travelling allowances

under the said Act. The Act and the rules made there-under have been amended from time

to time, in keeping with the changing requirements.

According to the official website of Lok Sabha, this information is an attempt to provide in

one document, the salaries, allowances, other entitlements and all amenities and facilities

available to members of Lok Sabha so that members, especially the newly elected ones,

know them at a glance. However, the information contained in this publication is not

exhaustive.

Entitlements of Members in Lok Sabha:

l. Salaries and Allowances -The salaries and allowances of members are governed by the

Salary, Allowances and Pension of Members of Parliament Act, 1954, as amended from

time to time, and the rules made thereunder.

2. Other than the monthly salary, allowances include - Daily Allowance; Constituency

Allowance; Office Expense Allowance; Travelling Allowance (TA) and Travel Facilities

(including facilities for Spouse of a Member); Telephone allowance; Water and

Electricity; Medical Facilities; Advance for Purchase of Conveyance (equivalent of

mort gage loan) ; and, accommodation allowance.

Accontmoclation in Lok Sabha:

Transit Accommodation: After every General Election for Lok Sabha, arrangements are

made for stay of newly-elected members temporarily in State Governments' Guest

Houses/Bhawans, Hotels, etc. in New Delhi. Such accommodation is treated as tansit

accommodation. During stay in transit accommodation, a member shall be provided

single suite free of licence fee till such time regular accommodation is made available.

3. Observations by the Committee

22.Drawing from the above resolutions of the House, the Committee observed that, out of the

raft of Resolutions made by the House, very few had been fully implemented by the

Commission. The Committee is therefore concemed and wishes to invoke the provisions of

Article 254 (2) of the Constitution and recommend to the National Assembly to require the

Commission to Report on implementation of the following matters as contained in the

Second Report of the Committee which was adopted on August 15, 2018 -

(l) Establishment of an Inspection Committee to regularly undertake random daily

inspections of high priority areas and random weekly inspections on all matters

that would require maintenance and cleanliness.

(2) Equipping of Members' Office with furniture and fittings.

(3) Installation of suggestion boxes for feedback mechanism.

(4) Repair and maintenance of Members' Offices, Committee Rooms, Lavatories,

Catering Unit and Health Club.

(5) Setting up of a gymnasium on the ground floor in the New Wing of Main

Parliament Buildings.

(6) Provision of monthly statements pay advice.

(7) Feedback on engagements with Ms. Liaison Healthcare Ltd on improvement of

the medical insurance cover for Members of Parliament.

(8) Status of Improvement of Services in the Catering Unit, Audit of the Catering

Fund, Formulation of Catering Fund Regulations, and Staff Skills Audit in the

Catering Unit.

(9) Status of the coverage of the Parliamentary ICT services.

(10) Status of Preparation of a Constituency Offices Management Guide.

(21) The construction of the Office Block was initiated by the Tenth Parliament and

therefore was taking unnecessarily long to be completed. The Committee also was

of the view that on the proposed Fourth floor with an open sky garden, the

Commission should set aside spaces for Gift Shop among other financial services.

(22) The Parliamentary Service Act, 2000 has not been amended since the

promulgation of the Constitution on Augustz7,2010.

23. The Committee also observed that, during the Financial Year 201812019, among other

programmes, the Commission budgeted for facilitation of Members accommodation when

they come to Nairobi to discharge their legislative work. The Committee observed that the

said had budget may not have been expended was therefore interested in knowing the

status of implementation of the specific allocation.

4. Recommendations by the Committee

24. At its meeting held on March 12, 2019, the Committee deliberated on the above
