(c) One Court of Appeal Judge elected by the Judges of the Court of Appeal;

(d) One High Court Judge and one magiiirate, one a woman and..,one a man, elected

by the members of the association ofjudges and magistrates;

(e) The Attorney-General ;

(f; Two advocates, one a woman and one a man, each of whom has at least fifteen

years experience elected by the members of the statutory body responsible for the

professional regulation of advocates;

(g) One person nominated by the Public Service Commission;

(h) One wolnan and one man to represent the public not being lawyers appointed by

the President with the approval of the National Assernbly;

The Chief Registrar of the Judiciary shall be the Secretary to the Comrnission.
