In the absence ofsuch mechanisms, it only
requires a single disaster like the Post Election Violence to reverse any developmental
progress.



Vision 2030 envisages glorvth both with speed and extent ofeconomic activilies even

with the face ofsuch devlstating expectations such as effects ofglobal waming,
negative effects ol industr-ialization, urbanization, population pressure, etc disasters in
waiting.

Post Election Violcnce

That during 2007 Post Election Violence, the country was rocked by an orgy of violence
which led to destruction of property and loss of life. ie 663,92'l people were displaced

and about 78,254 houses rverc destroyed counry wide.

A total of 350,000 Internally Displaced Persons (lDPs) sought refuge in 118 camps

spread all over thc country. About 3 13,921 lDPs were integrated within communities
across the country.

The government rolled out several strategies in order to address the growing IDP
problem. Some of the Strategies employed included the following:

o IDP profiling: to gct the accurate number ofthe affected
o Operation Rudi Nyutlbani: to help lDPs return to their homes and farms

Provide start-up I'unds ofKShs 10,000/- to each IDP household
o Provide KShs 25.000 tbr reconstruction of houses

o Provide fbod to the lntemally Displaced Persons until they harvest their crops

. Reconstruction of inli astructure facilities e.g. Schools
o Peace building and rcconciliation to create harmony amongst communities
o Psychosocial counseling of IDP5 to heal post-election traumas
o Relief food provision to lDPs by both GoK and W.F.P

. A total ofKShs 242 nrillion has been disbursed to reconstruct 138 schools

damaged during Post Election violence.
o A further KShs 123 rrillion was disbursed to the Kenya Army to construct

l6 schools in Mob and Uasin Gishu Districts.
o SAFAL Group ofConrpanies has constructed two schools as a donation.
o The U.S. nrilitary in collaboration with the GoK has constructed two schools,

Rukuini Secondary antl Rukuini Primary school in Uasin Gishu at a cost ofKShs
24 Million.

o Red Cross hrs rehabilitated Sugoi Girls , Ngarua Primary, and Anensens

Secondary School.
o Camps have been closed
o Peace has becn built rr ithin communities
r People have gone back to their farms
. Some IDPs have bought land with the start-up capital provided by GoK and
