THE PUBLIC HEALTH (PREVENTION, CONTROL AND
SUPPRESSION OF COVID-I9) REGTILATIONS, 2O2O

IN EXERCISE of the porvers confcrred by section 36 (ln) of the
Public Health Act. the Cabinet Secretary for Health makes the
following Rules-

THE PUBLIC HEALTH (PREVENTION, CONTROL AND
SUPPRESSION OF COVID.I9) REGULATIONS, 2O2O

l. These Rules may be cited as the Public Health (Prevention,

Control and Suppression of COVID- l9) Rules, 2020.

2. Every orvner, person in charge of, or occupier of premises,
and every employer and hcad of a household, $ho suspects that any
person who is residing on his or her premises or rvho is in his or her
employment, is suffering from COVID-I9, shall notify a medical
officer, public health officer, a medical practitioner and or the nearest

administrator or take that person to a medical officer, medical
practitioner or health facility for treatment.

3. (l) Every medical officer of health, public health officer or
medical practilioner who attends to, or rvho is called in to visit a

patient. shall immediately, on bccoming awarc or suspecting that the

patient is suffering from COVID-19, transfer the patient to the nearest

healrh facility.

(2) Every mcdical officer of health, public health ofticer or
medical practitioner who becomes aware, by post-mo(em examination
or otherwise, that any person has died of COVID-19. shall
immediately inform the head of the household, or the occupier of the

premises, or any person who has been in atlendance on or contact with
the deceased person, of the infectious nature of COVID-19 and ot the
precautions lo be taken to prevent its transmission to othcr persons.

4. Where any case of COVID-I9 is translerred lo a hcallh
facilily, the medical officer of health or public health officer shall
immediately visit and inspect the premises tlhere that person residcs

and may-

(a) order all persons who have attended to or becn in contact
rvith the pcrson to remain on the premises where the person

rvas at the time of infection; or

(b) calse those persons to be removed to a health facility or other
suitable place provided for the reception of persons sufferinS
from COVID-19 or for quaranline.

5. (l) A medical officer of health, public health officer or a

health inspector, or other person acting on the written instructions of a
medical officer of health, may enter any premises in order to search for
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any case of COVID-I9, or to inquirc rvhether there is or has been on
the premises, any case of COVID-19.

(2) Where any public health officer or health inspector or other
person discovers any case of COVID-|9, he or she shall report Lhe

discovery to a medical officer.

6. Where a building, premises or conveyance has signs of
conlamination with COVID-19 or where a medical officer of healrh
has information of contaminaton of a building, premises or
conveyance, the medical officer of health may decontaminate or cause
the decontamination of the affected building, premises or conveyance.

7. Where a building, premises or conveyancc has signs of
contamination with COVID-19 or rvhere a medical officer of health or
public health officer has information of contamination of a building,
premises or conveyance, the medical officer of health or public health
officer may dircct the manner in which that building, premises or
conveyance may be used and may, in that regard, direct the evacuation
of that building, premises or conveyance, or prohibit entry into that
building, premises or conveyance, for such duration as may be

necessary to decontaminate or cause the dccontamination of that
building, premises or conveyance.
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8. (l) The follorving shall apply in relation to
disposal of bodies of all persons who die from COVID- 19

(a) The person applying for burial or cremation permit shall be

reSarded as the responsible person for purposes of Section l8
of Public Health Act;

(b) The btrrial or cremation ceremony may only take place
betiveen 0900 hours - 1500 hours;

(c) The attcndance at the burial or crematorium shall not exceed
fifteen persons without prior rvritten consent of a medical
officer of health:

(d) No child under the age of twelve years may enter any
cemetery or crematorium unless when accompanied by an

adult, or with the medical officer of health;

(e) No person shall be allorved to carry on or solicit business,
hold demonstration, or perform an activity n'hich is not
normally associaled wrrh a cemelery or cremalorium;

(fl The mode of transport used during the funeral procession at
the cemetery or crematorium, must be fumigated immediatcly
after the procession:

(8) Every person taking part in a funeral procession at the

cemetery, or attending a cremation service, must comply with
instructions or directions issued by thc mcdical officer of
health or public health officer;

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(2) Any person who fails and neglects to follow directions issued
by medical officer of health or public health officer, commits an

offence.

(3) The Cabinet Secretary may designate an area as a burial site
for persons whose deaths result from COVID-19.

9. Any health facility that receives a person suffering or
suspected of suffering from COVID-|9, shall receive and deal with
that person in accordance with the directions of the medical officer of
health or public health officer.

10. (l) Where a person who is confined in a place designated
for isolation or for quarantinc for COVID-19 escapes from that place.
a medical officer shall immediately notify the police and request the
police to apprchend and retum the person to the designated place.

(2) A person commits an offence if that person-

(a) aids a person rvho is confined in a place designated for
isolation or quamntine for COVID-19, in escaping or
attempting to escape from the place; or

(b) conveys anything or causes anythinS to be convcyed into a

place designated for isolation or quarantine for COVID-19
ir ith the intent to facilitate the escape of any person confined
in the place.

(3) A person who commits an offence under subparagraph ( I ) is
liable, on conviction, to imprisonment for a term not exceeding trvo
months or a fine not exceedinB trventy thousand shillings.

ll. (l) tn this paraSraph, "carrier" includes any person who,
although he or she does not at the time present the clinical symptoms
of COVID-19, has been proved, or is believed on reasonable grounds,
to be harboring the infection and consequently to be liable to cause the
spread of COVID-19.

(2) Any person who is believed or suspected, on reasonable
grounds, by a medical oflicer of health to be a carder shall allow, on
request to the medical officer of health, or to any person authorized by
the medical officer of health in writing, the medical officer of health to
obtain from him or her specimens of blood, excreta, discharges or
other material required for examination and investiSation.

(3) Where a medical officer of health determines that a person is
believed or suspected to be a carrier and that the necessary
examination and investigations cannot be properly carried out at the
house or place of residence of that person, the medical officer of health
may direct that person to proceed or to b€ removed to a hospital or
other suitable place for the purpose of examination and investigation
and to remain or to be dctained in that place for such reasonable period
as may be required for that purpose.

Escapin8 from
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(4) Every carrier shall at all times obsen'e and give effect to all
reasonable instluctions given to him or her by the medical officer of
health in regard to the disposal of his or her infectious materials and
the cleansin8 of the anicles used by the carrier, and any other
precautions for preventing tie spread of infection.

(5) Every carrier or patient lvho so wishes shall, within seven
days before the change, inform the (he medical officer of his or hcr
intention to change his or her place of residence or rvork and of his or
her intended new place of residence or rvork.

12. (l) Thc Cabinet Secretary may, by notice in th€ Gazette and
in a newspaper with a wide circulation, declare any place to be an

infected arca, and thcreupon reSulate and/or prescribe such activities
and co[duct that may be carried out within the infected area where it is
deemed necessary for preventinS the spread of or for the eradication of
covID-19.

Any person who contravenes the directives issucs undcr rule 12 (l)
commits an offence and shall bc liable to a fine not excceding trventy
thousand shillings, or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding six
months, or to both.

(2) The Cabinet Secretary or any medical officer of health may
direct any pcrson residing in a declared infected ar€a to undergo such
medical inspection or examination as the Cabine! Secrctary or medical
officer of health may direct and the person so directed shall have to
undergo such inspection.

(3) A medical officer of health may keep all or any persons in a

declared infected areo under observation in any place selected by him
or her and under such surveillance as the medical officer of health mav
consider necessary.

(4) Where any person from a declared infected area is placed
under observation or surveillance, the period of obscrvation or
survcillancc shall be fourteen days.

13. (l) Subject to thc conditions to be specified by the Cabinet
Secretary by notice in the Gazet(e. the Cabinet Secretary may
dependin8 on the circumsLances in an area, whether designated as an

infected area or not, designate a private health facilit), an educational
institution, hotel or any other establishment as he may deem
appropriate as a designated facility for purposes of handling and or
treatment of COVID-19 patients.

(2) A designated facility under this clause that fails to comply
with the directions of the Cabinet Secretary as regards the handling and
or treatment of COVID- l9 cases commits an offence.

14. The Cabinct Secretary may, by notice in the Gazette and in
a nervspaper with a wide circulation, put in place such measures as

may from time to time becomc necessary to contain and curb the
funher spread of COVID-19.
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15. (l) Except as olhcrwisc provided in these Rules, an)- person Pcndr)

who contra\'cnes the provisions of these Rulcs shall be liable 1o a finc
not er(cceding trvcnty thousand shillings. or to imprisonmcnt ti)r a lcrm
not crcceding six months. or to both.

(2) If the oflence, contravcntion or default rofcrenced under sub-
clause l5 herein is of a continuing nature, the person shall be liable to a
further fine not excceding one thousand shillings for cach day it
continues.
