Nairobi from 27tl' May to 15s June, 2018.The two Bills were subsequently forwarded to the Kenya

National Assembly on 12tr July,2018 pursuant to the provisions of Article 65(b) of the Treaty for

establishment of the East African Community.

The Bills were tabled before the Kenya National Assembly on Thursday July 26tr 2018 and

committed to the Committee for consideration in accordance with the provisions of Standing Order

212.

Tire Committee considered the Bills in its sittings held on Thrusday 16ft August and Tuesday 28th

August 2018.The Committee also invited and received submissions from the Principal Secretary,

Minisfy of East African Community and Northem Conidor Development on Wednesday, 5n

September, 2018 during a joint retreat with the Ministry in Mombasa.

The Committee appreciates the assistance provided by the Office of the Speaker and the Clerk of

the National Assembly that enabled it to discharge its mandate effrciently and within the required

timelines.

During consideration of the Bills, the Committee noted that the proposed amendments in

Administration of the East A-frican Legislative Assembly (Amendment), Bill 2018 are

with the Treaty for the Establishment of the East African Community.

(a) The Object of the Bill is to amend 24 (l) of the EAC Customs Management Act to require a

master or agent of a vessel to plovide proper Officer advance information relating to the

goods carried by the vessel before deparhre from the last port ofcall.

O) The original provision was for customs offrcers to make report on information relating to the

goods carried by a vessel at any port or any other place allowed by the Customs officer.

(c) The import of the amendment is to allow custom administration receive advance

infonnation regarding goods being moved across national borders ahead of arrival of the

vessel carrying the goods.

(d) The amendment seeks to facilitate the ability of customs administations to detect high risk

consignments ahead of the arrival of the vessei carrying the goods to enable the customs

administrations to take appropriate action on such consignments and to distinguish between

high risk goods from those that are not of high risk.

(e) The Committee observed that it is currently not possible to detect the consignments in

vessels which have opened the market to counterfeit goods leading to flooding of markets

with counterfeits. This amendment was therefore timely as it allows customs officers to

know the goods vessels are carrying and where necessary reject them even before they

depart from their port of last call.

2.2 Consideration of the Administration of the East African Legislative Assembly

(Amendment) Bill,2018

The Committee considered the Bill and noted that the object of the Bill is to amend the

Administration of East African Legislative Assembly Act,2012 to provide for the Assembly to be

wholly responsible for its administrative and financial affairs. It is meant to strearniine the firnctions

of the Commission in order to support the financial and administrative autonomy of the Assembly

and provide for other related mafiers.

Assembly and make proposals to the Council for review of terms and conditions of

service of members of the Assembly.

Z. The implications of the proposed amendments are inconsistent with the Treaty for

Establishment of the East African Community in Article a8(a).The Treaty provides that the

Council shall appoint a Clerk of the Assembly and other Officers of the Assembly whose

salaries and other terms and conditions of service shall be determined by the Council. It is

therefore not feasible for the Community to enact a law that contradicts Article a8(a) of the

Treaty as suggested in the Bill.

3. Article 51 (2) of the Treaty provides that the terms and conditions of service of the members of

the Assembly shall be determined by the Summit on recommendation of the Council. [n relation

to the preceding provision, Article 49 (2) of the Treaty provides that the Assembly shall

recommend to the Council the appointment of the Clerk and other officers of the Assembly.

4. Provisions of the Treaty cannot be amended through the proposed amendments because the

Treaty provides a procedure for its amendment under Article 150 and which does not include

the proposed enactments .It is important to note that the treaty has been amended two times

since its entry into Force on 7e July, 2000

5. In respect to the foregoing, the Council in exercise of it policy mandate under Article 14 of the

Treaty, has since constituted an EAC Ad hoc Service Commission to carry out workload

analysis & job evaluation exercise whose outcome may determine staff numbers for the

Assembly and the Court. There is an ongoing initiative by the Ministers of Finance to map the

resources available to the Community with appropriate staff numbers including staff in the

Assembly- under the EAC sustainable financing study.

1. The Development Budget for EAC is largely funded by development partners and the

recurrent budget is largely supported by Member States while vital information regarding the

budget is scanty.

2. There were huge ,urears from Member States contribution dating back to financial year

20161t7,

3. There has been a consistent delay in remittance of partrrer states contributions which has led

to irregular use of firnds from the Reserve Fund to frll up operations cash flow gaps instead

of being a stop gap measure.

4. There has been an increase in the number of EAC Institutions without commensurate

increment in Parhrer States contribution;

5. There is need for additional resources to implement the EAC Customs Union, Common

Market Protocol and the Monetary Union Protocol and Political Federation roadmap.

6. The Committee report has been submitted to the National Assembly without the records of

debates and resolutions of EALA on the report which is contary to Article 65(a) of the East

A-frican Community Treaty.

The Committee Recommended that

1. The current systems of contributions where the parErers contribute equally should be

reviewed as it has not been effective given that some states, most times are in ilrears. While

sanctions should be instituted on partner states defaulting on their contributions in line with

Article 143 of the treaty.

2. There Council of Ministers to institute reforms to align the East African Community's

structure, prograrnmes and activities with financial resources available from the EAC Partner

States.

b. Empower the Commission in clause 4(e) of the Bill to: make recommendations to the

Assembly on salaried and other terms and conditions of service of the Clerk and other

officers of the Assembly;

c. recommend to the Assembly, Staff Rules and Regulations of the Staff of the

Assembly;

d. Create, abolish, classify or re-designate offices for the efficient functioning of the

Assembly.

e. From time to time review and determine the terms and conditions of the staff of the

Assembly and make proposals to the Council for review of terms and conditions of

service of members of the Assembly.

2. The Committee heard that the implications of the proposed amendments are deemed

inconsistent with the Treaty for the Establishment of the East African Community in that

Article 48(4) of the Treaty provides that the Council shall appoint a Clerk of the Assembly

and other Officers of the Assembly whose salaries and other terms and conditions of service

shall be determined by the Council. It is not thus feasible for the Community to enact a law

that contradicts Article 48(4) of the Treaty as suggested in the Bill.

3. Article 5l (2) of the Treaty provides that the terms and conditions of service of the members

of the Assembly shall be determined by the Summit on recommendation of the Council.

Relatedly, Article 49 (2) of the Treaty reads that the Assembly shall recommend to the

Council the appointment of the Clerk and other officers of the Assembly.

4. It was therefore not possible to amend the treaty provisions through the proposed

amendments because the Treaty provides a procedure for its amendment under Article

l50.The Treaty has been amended two times since its entry into Force on 7tl' July, 2000

2.The Committee was fufther informed as follows:
