1.3.1. Article 50 of the Treaty for the Establishment of the East African Community, which

is part of Kenya's laws, governs the election of Members to the East African Legislative

Assembly. This Article provides as follows:

So."Election of Members of the Astembly"

L The National Assembly of each partner State shall elect, not from among itt
Members, nine Members of the Assembly, who thall represent ar much as it is

feasible, the variout political parties represented in the National Assembly, shades

of opinion, gender and other special interest groupt in that partner State, in

accordance with such procedure as the National Assembly of each partner State

may determine.

2. A person shall be qualified to be elected a member of the Assembly by the

National Assembly of a partner State in accordance with paragraph I of thit Act, if
such a person:-

(a) is a citizen of that partner State;

(b) is qualified to be elected a Member of the National Assembly of that partner

State under its Conttitution:

(c) it not holding office as a Minister in that partner State;

(d) is not an officer in the seruice of the Community; and,

(e) has proven experience or interett in consolidating and furthering the aimt and
the objectives of the Community.
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1,3.2. On 9,h May, 2012, the House adopted the Treaty for the Establishment of the East

African Community (Election of Members of the Assembly) Rules, 2012 (ANNEX ONE)

which paved way for the process of nomination of candidates by the relevant Parliamentary

Parties.

1.3.3, On 25'h May, 2012, in line with Rule 8 (l) of the Treaty for the Establishment of
the East African Community (Election of Members of the Assembly) Rules, 2012, the Party

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2.2. ln conducting the interviews, the Committee examined the candidates against
the requirements of Article 50 of The Treaty for the Establishment of the East

African Community. The Article requires that the nominees possess the following
qualifications: -

(a) is a Kenyan citizen;

(b) it qualified to be elected a Member of the National Assembly of Kenya under

the Constitution;

(c) is not holding office at a Minitter;

(d) is not an officer in the Public service; and,

(e) has proven experience or interest in consolidating and furthering the aims and

the objectives of the Community.

2.3. Each candidate had the opportunity to address the committee in both English and
Kiswahili on their educational and professional background and also on issues relating
to the East African Community and the East African Legislative Assembly.

2.4. At the conclusion of the exercise, the Committee made the following

observations on each of the nominees-

i) Ms. JeneDher Chep kwemoi Masis (PNU - Wiper Democratic Movement Partv

Nominee): Ms. Masis informed the Committee that she is an O level holder,

and is presently a student at Digital Advisory and Learning Centre (DALC) where she

is pursuing a Bachelor's degree in Community Development and Resource

Mobilization. 5he has attended trainings and workshops on political

leadership, peace building and conflict resolution.

Ms. Masis is a national delegate of Maendeleo ya Wanawake Organization.

She is also a Project Manager, National Council of Women of Kenya in the

North Rift Region, the Executive Director of Tears of Women Organization in

Kitale handling women issues in Trans-Nzoia, Mt. Elgon and West pokot

Counties. 5he is the District convener of the Kenya Women Caucus and is the

Programme Officer in charge of policy and strategy for Rural Women peace

Link and the Project Coordinator and Board Member for Centre for Multi-
Repotl on lhe candidales lot aleclion as Menbersgof the East Ahican Legislalive Assenbly (EALA)
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Party Democracy. 5he was a founder member of the League of Kenya

Women Voters and is the Vice-Chairperson, National Women's Agenda

ii) Mr. Saoli Ole Nkanae. MB5 (PNU Party Nominee): He is the holder of

Bachelor of Education - Science Degree in Botany and Zoology from the

University of Nairobi. He is a long-serving Education Officer having

previously served as a teacher in various schools. He also has a Diploma in

Community based Prevention Management and Treatment of AlD5 at 6alilee

College in lsrael. He has attended several manaSement courses offered by the

Eastern and Southern Africa Management lnstitute (ESAMl). He has served in

several capacities in the Education sector, including ar a Commissioner of the

Teachers Service Commission, as Deputy Chairman of the Teachers Service

Commission, and as a District Education Officer for many years in various

Districts.

Mr. ole Nkanae informed the Committee that with his background and

experience in the education sector, as a Member of the Assembly he would

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be interested in ensuring that a common education system is adopted by the

partner States. Mr. Nkanae also informed the Committee that he is from a

minority community.

iii) Hon. Catherine N. Kimura PNU - N ARC Kenva Partv Nominee) : A holder

of Bachelor of Arts Degree from the University of East Africa, Nairobi (1970).

She also has a Post Craduate Diploma in Tourism and lnternational Relations

from the University of Paris and a Post Graduate certificate in Public Finance

Management from the University of Connecticut, USA. She has attended

technical and professional courses on Budgeting in the public Sector,

Development and Management of Tourism Resources, Management

Development, among others. 5he has served in Covernment and rose

through the ranks from the position of Assistant Tourist Officer, Tourist

Officer, Director, Assistant Secretary, Under Secretary, Deputy Secretary, Chief

Finance Officer, Project Coordinator - Nairobi City Council Financial

Oversight Board, Advisor - lnspectorate of State Corporations and

Investment Secretary and Head of Privatization in the Ministry of Finance.

Ms. Kimura is presently a Member of the East African Legislative Assembly

(EALA) which she has served since 2OOZ to date. While in EALA, she served as

the Chairperson of Communications, Trade and lnvestment Committee and a

Member of the Accounts Committee. Ms. Kimura informed the Committee

that as the Chairperson of the Communications, Trade and lnvestment

Committee, she interacted with Members of Parliament from Kenya and with

stakeholders on trade issues. 5he also sourced for funding for sensitization of
key stakeholders on trade and economic partnership agreements under the

East African Community. She further stated that she engaged stakeholders on

Bills that were before the Assembly and ensured that the input of the

stakeholders was taken into account in the legislation that was passed.

Communication Officer (KEPI and RH Unit of the Ministry of Health).

She is a Member of the East African Legislative Assembly (EALA) a position

she has held since 2OO7.ln the Assembly, she has served in three committees,

namely the Regional Affairs and Conflict Resolution Committee, the Ceneral

Purpose and Budget Committee and Legal Rules and Privileges Committee.

Hon. Bonaya informed the Committee that if re-elected, she would be an

asset as she has institutional memory in the issues before the Assembly that

will ensure continuation and enrich debates in the Assembly, particularly on

matters of health, women issues, education, budget matters, peace and

secu rity.

The candidate gave a description of his personal details including her education and

work background. The candidate has previously been nominated as a Councillor in

Thika Municipality. 5he has served in the Association of Local 6overnment. She stated

that if elected, she would ensure that ordinary Kenyans are involved in the Integration

proceJs.

Mr. Charles Lokioto Ewoi (PNU- FORD KENYA)

concerning the nomination of Mr. Ewoi informed the committee that he was an

employee of the Teachers service commission. He informed the committee that
he had written a resignation letter dated 2lst May 2012 ro the commission, a
copy of which he provided. The committee observed that this retter had not
been date-stamped as received by the commission, a position that Mr. Ewoi
confirmed. Mr. Ewoi further submitted a print-out titled "lppD Reference Data

Sheet - Complement Control Record".

The committee observed that Mr. Ewoi did not appear to have met the
requirements of section 35(l)(0 of the former conrtitution, which by section 3 of
the Sixth Schedule to the constitution, is applicable. That section provides that a

person shall not be qualified to be elected as a member of the National Assembly

if on the date of his nomination he holds or is acting in any office in the public
service.

Mr. Abubakar Zein Abubakar (ODM pARTy NOMTNEE)

He informed the committee that if elected he would seek to ensure that Kenya ii not
perceived as a threat by the other partner States and would seek to ensure that there
were "people-people" interactions between the citizens of the Partner States rather than
interaction only at the policy and technical spheres

Hon. Catherine N. Kimura (PNU- NARC KENYA)

Ms. Kimura is presently a Member of the East African Legislative Assembly (EALA) which
she has served since 20o7 to date. while in EALA, she served as the chairperson of
communications, Trade and lnvestment committee and a Member of the Accounts

Committee. Ms. Kimura informed the Committee that as the Chairperson of the

Communications, Trade and lnvestment Committee, she interacted with Members of

Parliament from Kenya and with stakeholders on trade issuet. She also sourced for

funding for sensitization of key stakeholders on trade and economic partnership

agreements under the East African Community. 5he further stated that she engaged

stakeholders on Bills that were before the Assembly and ensured that the input of the

stakeholders was taken into account in the legislation that was passed.

lmmanuel lchor lmana (ODM PARTY NOMINEE)

He informed the Committee that he is currently workinS in the arena of peace

building and conflict resolution and that his experience in this area would be an

added advantage if he were elected to the Assembly.

Mr. Peter Mutuku Mathuki (PNU- WIPER DEMOCRATIC PARTY)

He informed the Committee that if elected as a Member of the Assembly he

would be interested in ensuring that the legislation required for the

implementation of the protocol is enacted. 5uch legislation would assist in

overcoming the trade challenges experienced in the Community. He further

added that in his view, each phase of the federation should be taken at its own

phase and that the political federation should only be entered into once there is

sufficient awareness amongst the citizens.

PART ll * QUAL|FICATIONS AND NOMINATION OF CANDIDATES

No person shall be qualified to stand for election unless he or
she is qualified to be elected in accordance with Article 50(2) of
the Treaty for the Establishment of the East African Community.

4. (l) Where an election is to be held. the Returning Officer shall
by notice in the Cazette notify that fact and invite interested
qualified persons to apply, within a period of seven days, for
nomination by a party.

(2) The Returning Officer shall by notice in the Cazette and in
at Ieast two daily newspapers of national circulation
appoint a nomination day, which shall be at least seven
days from the expiry of the period prescribed under sub-
rule (1) and shall indicate in such notice the venue for the
receipt of nomination pa pers.

5. (l) ln order to be validly nominated as a candidate for an
election, a person shall be nominated by a party in the form set
out in the Schedule.

(2) A party shall nominate candidates through a transparent
and democratic process and shall keep a written record of
the proceedings at which the final decision to nominate
any candidate was made.

6. (1) A party shall be entitled to nominate for election under
these Rules any number of candidates not exceeding three times
the figure arrived at by multiplying the number of elected
members of the National Assembly of that party by nine and
dividing the result by the total number of elected members of
the National Assembly.

(2) In making nominations, each party shall as much as it is

feasible take into account the need for fair representation of
the various political parties in the National Assembly, regional
balance, shades of opinion. gender and other special interest
groups in Kenya and shall ensure that at least one third of its
nominees are women-

22.Where the seat of a member elected under these Rules becomel
vacant, the Speaker shall upon receipt of notification of the
vacancy from the Speaker of the Ea5t African Legislative
Assembly, facilitate the election of a member to replace the
member in accordance with the procedure set out under there
Ru les.

23.|f any matter arises which is not specifically provided for in
these Rules, the Speaker shall make a ruling directing what is to
be done and in making such a ruling, the Speaker shall be
guided by the practice and procedure normally followed in
similar situations with regard to the conduct of elections in the
National Assembly.

24.In respect of the first election to be held after the coming into
operation of there Rules, the Returning Officer may reduce the
period for the doing of anything required to be done by such
reasonable period as the Returning Officer may determine.
