On Wednesday, 26th September, 2012, the Basic Education Bill, 2012 was read a

first time and referred to the relevant Departmental Committee of the House

pursuant to the provisions of the Standing Order No. lll of the National

Assembly. The Bill further went through the Second Reading on lOrh October,

2012 and awaits the Committee of the Whole House.

The Departmental Committee on Education, Research and Technology during its

54th Sitting on Monday,2gth October, 2012 and the 58th Sitting on Thursday lu

November, 2012 held consultative meetings with various stakeholders where the

Committee received and considered oral and written submissions from the

stakeholders.

The Stakeholders included the Ministry of Education, the Teachers Service Commission,
the Kenya Private Sector Alliance, the Kenya National Union of Teachers (KNUT), the
Kenya Union of Post Primary education teachers (KUPPET), the National Association of
Parents, the Kenya Episcopal Conference, the Kenya Association of lndependent
lnternational Schools, the Transparency lnternational Kenya, the Voice of the Family in
Africa lnternational, the National Council of Churches of Kenya, the Ministry of State for
the Development of Northern Kenya and other Arid Lands, the Law Society of Kenya, the
Kenya Secondary Schools Heads Association (KESSHA) and the Kenya irivate Schools
Association (KEPSA) among others.
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COMMIfiEFS OBSERVATIONS AND CONCLUSIONS

The Committee observed and concluded that:

i. The Basic Education Bill, 2012 was developed to align the education sector to

the Kenyan Constitution, 20lO and Vision 2O3O and is based on the Policy

Framework on the Education and Training, 2012. The Bill repeals the

Education Act of 1968.

il The sponsors' wanted to have a role in the identification and posting of head

teachers/principals of schools. The Committee noted that although the role of

the sponsor was critical in the management of the schools, the identification of

head teachers and principals should be left to the Teachers Service Commission

as an autonomous body responsible for registration, recruitment and posting

of teachers.

iii. The representation of various institutions and organizations especially the

sponsors, religious entities, trade unions, Parents Teachers Association and the

private sector in the management of schools needed to be enhanced in order

to bolster the spirit of consultation and participation in decision rnaking

Process.

IV The role of the sponsor should include provision of financial and infrastructure

support to the school(s).The Committee noted that some individuals or

organizations had masqueraded as sponsors to certain schools without clear

roles and support to the schools. The Sponsors must therefore be called so by

deeds and through their continuous support to the schools.

The application for the establishment of a basic education institution must take

into account the existence of mobile schools in Nomadic areas. This would

allow registration of such schools without a physical address.

vi. The issues revolving around the property rights including ownership of land

that some schools stood on should be handled through the relevant property

and land statutes/laws.
