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Executive Summary

On Thursday 23'd February, 2012, the Hon.( Dr.) Bonny Khalwale, M.P asked and

presented a petition by private notice to Parliament concerning the non-

accreditation of engineering students of Masinde Muliro, Kenyatta and Egerton

Universities by Kenya Engineers Registration Board Following debate on the

matter by the House, the Speaker made the following communication from the

Chair;

"...The Petition is commiffed to the relevant Departmental Committee

which I presume is the Committee headed by Hon. Koech".

Subsequent to this ruling, the Departmental Committee on Education, Research

and Technology, met with the Minister for Higher Education, Science and

Technology, and the representatives from Kenyatta University, Masinde Muliro

University and Egerton University, the Kenya Engineers Registration Board (KERB)

and the Commission for Higher Education (CHE) and the petitioners among

others to deliberate on the matter.
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Committee's Findings and Observations

Committee's General Recommendations

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CHAPTER ONE

I.O INTRODUCTION

The Engineers Registration Board is a statutory body established through an Act of
Parliament in 1969. A minor revision was done in 1992, to accommodate

Technician Engineer grade. The Board has been given the responsibility of

regulating the activities and conduct of Practicing Engineers in the Republic of

Kenya in accordance with the functions and powers conferred uPon it by the Act.

Under CAP 530 of the Laws of Kenya, it is illegal for an engineer to practice or

call himself an engineer if he or she is not registered with the Board. Registration

with the Board is therefore, a license to practice engineering in Kenya. The

Engineers Act, 2Oll was meant to replace the old Act but this Act is yet to be

operationalized.

The Engineers Registration Act Cap 530 of the laws of Kenya provides the

functions and powers of the board as follows: Publication of register and list of

Registered Engineers in the 6azette; Registration of engineers in different

classifications and disciplines; lssue annual licenses to registered Persons on

payment of prescribed fees; Remove, suspend and/or correct the name of a

person from the register; Restore removed names into Register; Administer Oaths

during an enquiry; Summon persons to attend and give evidence during an

inquiry; Order the production of documents during an inquiry; Appoint and

dissolve sub-committees and the co-option of persons thereto; Refuse to consider

the application of any person who fails to furnish further information or evidence

of eligibility for registration required by the Board and Approval of undergraduate

engi neeri ng programmes.

There are only nine recognized institutions that offer undergraduate engineering

programs and these include:- University of Nairobi, Moi University, Kenyatta

University, Egerton University, Jomo Kenyatta University of Agriculture and

Technology, Masinde Muliro University of Science and Technology, Kenya
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Polytechnic University College, Mombasa Polytechnic University College and

Kimathi University College of Technology.

The approval and accreditation of engineering programmes by engineering

regulatory bodies is a global practice and it is widely applied by many countries

including Malaysia, 5ingapore, United States of America, South Africa and

Tanzania among others. Accreditation of a University Program is an assurance that

the program meets quality standards established by ERB. Accreditation gives

universities a structured mechanism to assess, evaluate and improve the quality of

their programmes. This is critical as it helps the students, parents and guardians to

choose Universities that offer quality programmes. lt also enables employers to

recruit well trained graduates.

ln order to fulfill its mandate of approval and accreditation of programmes, ERB

developed a comprehensive guide popularly known as 'Accreditation Criteria and

Procedures for lJndergraduate Engineering Programmet for Kenyan Universities".

This guide was developed after looking at the best practices in Europe, Asia,

America and Africa as well as UNESCO. ERB recognizes five Engineering disciplines

that include: Electrical Engineering, Mechanical Engineering, Mechatronic

Engineering, Agricultural engineering and Civil Engineering.

The Engineers Registration Board (ERB) had refused to register a certain group of

graduate engineers from Kenyatta University (KU), Masinde Muliro University of

Science & Technology (MMUST) and Egerton University (EU) on the basis that the

said Universities failed to comply with the Board requirements in terms of the

necessary manpower and equipment to implement the engineering courses. The

Board was forced to take this position so as not to compromise the quality of the

Engineering degrees and standards in the country.

The affected students petitioned Parliament to intervene in the stalemate since the

Board and the Universities had taken too long to reach an amicable solution.

Following the petition to the Kenya National Assembly, the Departmental

Committee on Education, Research and Technology was tasked to investigate the

matter and report to the House.

ln executing its mandate the Committee summoned the Minister for Higher

Education, Science and Technology; Vice Chancellors of Kenyatta, Masinde Muliro

and Egerton Universities; the CHE; the Engineers Registration Board and the

Petitioners (Engineering students of the said universities.

The Committee received both oral and written submissions from the institutions

and individuals who appeared before it and its observations and

recommendations were based on these submissions.

CHAPTER TUUO

2.0 MEETINGS WITH GOVERNMENT OFFICIAIJ AND RELEVANT STAKEHOLDERS.

The Committee held various meetings and met among others the Minister and the

Permanent Secretary for Higher Education Science and technology; the Vice

Chancellor of Kenyatta University; the Deputy Vice- Chancellor, Egerton

University; the Deputy Vice Chancellor (Administration and Finance) Masinde

Muliro University of Science and Technology; Senior Officials from the

commission for Higher Education; the KERB and the petitioners.

2.1 The Minister and Permanent Secretary, Ministry of Higher Education, Science

and Technology.

The Minister and the PS informed the Committee that:

i. The ERB was a statutory body established through an Act of Parliament

(Cap 530) of 1969 and has the responsibility of regulating the activities and

conduct of practicing engineers in Kenya in accordance with the Act. Under

the Act, it is illegal for an engineer to practice if not registered by the

Board.

ii. Universities were required to submit their proposed education Programmes

to the Engineers Registration Board (ERB) for recognition before being

launched. The ERB then communicates back to the universities their

decision within three months from the date of submission. However, the

Universities were allowed to mount unaccredited programmes and comply

with the ERB requirements within six months.

iii. Craduates from unaccredited programmes were required to fill-in the gaps

in their training before applying for registration by ERB. Universities and

ERB jointly evaluate these programmes from which students graduated and
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agree on the identified training deficiencies, if any, and recommend

measures to make the graduates eligible for registration by the Board.

The ERB Act should be reviewed to accommodate or enable holders of

diploma, higher diploma, Bachelors and masters in the engineering

disciplines to be eligible for registration. Graduates of B.Sc or B.Tech, or B.

Eng who have followed a five year engineering curriculum should be

legible for registration.

Accredited programmes should be reviewed regularly, preferably, after

every five years or at any time when curriculum review constitutes a

change of 25o/o or more.

ERB was also encouraged to appreciate new developments in the

curriculum design and developments. Limiting Kenya to 4 or 5 programmes

stifles competitiveness of the graduates regionally and internationally.

Much as the universities offer engineering programmes of similar nature,

the titles of similar engineering fields vary from university to university. At

the same time the method of assessment for the demand for the

programme also varies among the institutions. The Senates of the

universities approve the courses before they are introduced in the

universities.

The recognition tools for registration should be benchmarked with

international practices in terms of both curriculum and registration.

The minimum duration for engineering Programmes in Kenya was five

academic years. This should be standard practice and if any changes are to

be made, they should be agreed uPon as a policy to guide the higher

education sector.

Nearly all universities have inadequate facilities and equipment for the

teaching and learning of the programme. The universities have however

put mechanisms in place to mitigate in the situation until they are able to

acquire and upgrade their own. Universities are encouraged to share

available facilities and equipment between themselves so that they can

adequately deliver their programmes satisfactorily and ERB during that

period should be able to recognize the Programmes even with the shared

staff.

The ERB had declined to accredit some engineering Programmes offered in

the universities citing the following reasons: lack of qualified staff, especially

those who are not registered by ERB as graduates and above, inadequate

programme content, over specialization of some of the programmes at

undergraduate level hence not capturing the needs of the industry, lengthy

titles of programmes which tend to confuse the industry, the same

institutions offering similar curriculum whose contents are similar and only

vary by less than 3Oo/o of the content.

Universities should be encouraged to engage ERB individually to give a

summary of short falls in their curriculum so that the universities can revise

their curriculum in line with ERB. The Board should also institute a pre-

registration examination for graduates or a one year course similar to the

one for law graduates.

The Commission for Higher Education (CHE) was established to be

responsible for accreditation; minimum standards and approval of

programme in private universities. Plans are underway to review the

commission to deal with both public and private universities.

ERB was empowered to actively engage universities in order to avoid or

mitigate the proliferation of unaccredited programmes in the Kenyan

Universities and ensure quality of engineering programmes.

2.2The petitioners

The petitioners informed the committee that:

i. The Engineers Registration Board was not responsive to the development

in engineering field as the ERB Act only recognized disciplines related only

to structural, electrical, mechanical, chemical and agricultural engineering.

ii. When some engineering graduates sought for registration, the Board

declined insisting that for one to be a registered engineer he/she must have

6



enrolled and completed a Bachelor of Science in either one of the five

disciplines stated above.

iii. New engineering disciplines have developed over time hence the need for

the Board to be alive to the current trend. Some of the engineering

disciplines in the market currently and are not recognized by the Board

include computer engineering, water and environment engineering,

telecommunication engineering, soil and water engineering among others.

iv. They pleaded with the Board to consider their request so that they can be

recognized at engineers and be able to practice and earn a living through

the same.

2.3 The Engineers Registration Board(ERB)

The Chairman of the Kenya Engineers Registration Board informed the Committee

that:

i. The Engineers Registration Board was established under section 3(l) of the

Engineers Registration Act of 1969 to regulate the conduct of registered

Engineers and all engineering activities in Kenya. The Act was recently repealed

by the Engineers Act,201l which had not been operationalized despite being

assented by the President in 2011. The Board (ERB) had remained inactive until

2OO7 when it began being proactive in engaging Universities.

ii. The Board (ERB) accredits/approves undergraduate Engineering degree

programmes offered by the universities as a means of ensuring quality

standards were maintained. This is in line with global practices.

iii. The Board had refused to accredit the universities based on inadequacies in the

staffing levels, the curriculum and teaching facilities (laboratories). However,

the Board was in continuous dialogue with the universities to facilitate the

accreditation once the issues raised by the Board were adequately handled.

The Board was handling each university on specific areas it had not met the

compliance requirements.

I
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iv. The Board would consider giving special consideration to the Fourth and Fifth

year students of Masinde Muliro University, previously a constituent college of

Moi University. They will be considered for registration once the University

forwards the list of the students to the Board. This will be on the basis that the

students went through a programme of Moi University which was accredited

by the Board but were offered certificates of Masinde Muliro University after

the university was granted a charter as a fully fledged university.

v. Granting provisional registration of the students affected and accreditation of

the universities would be considered by the Board.

vi. Kenya Engineers Registration Board had applied for grants from treasury to

implement an internship programme for graduate engineers especially those

graduating from the unaccredited universities.

vii. The universities must not only express the willingness to comply but should

comply without being coerced to do so.

viii. The Universities should train and examine the students while the Board only

deals with registration of graduate engineers.

ix. The accreditation of universities programmes was solely a responsibility of the

university Senates and the professional bodies; the mandate of the Commission

on Higher Education was mainly accreditation of private universities.

Further, this poses a threat to this field as students

may be discouraged from enrolling for engineering courses.

BY THE KENYA ENGINEE RS REGISTRATION BOARD

The committee after consideration of all the findings of its previous meetings with the
relevant stakeholders affected by the non accreditation of engineering students by the
Engineering Registration Board, made the following observations to be adopted in the
report:

i. There was a communication breakdown between the universities and the
Engineers Registration Board (ERB). This could be improved to enhance mutual
coexistence rather than protagonist relationship.
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ii. lt was clear both the board and the universities were unanimous in quality
aSSUrance.

iii. The Universities were willing to comply but expect the Board to be clear and
categorical in the specific aspects it wants improved in the staffing levels,
curriculum, and facilities in order for the universities to institute the necessary
structures to meet the required standards. The Board is also slow, informal and
general in its communication to the Universities.

iv. The universities and the Board ought to work together in mounting programmes.
v. The Board had remained inactive until 2007 when it began being proactive in

engaging Universities.
vi. The Board was rigid in its guidelines and was not accommodative to new

developments especially the UNESCO standards which recognize seven
engineering fields (Civil Engineering, Mechanical Engineering, Electrical
Engineering, Chemical Engineering, Environmental Engineering, Agricultural
Engineering and Medical Engineering).The Board currently only recognizes five
disciplines(Civil Engineering, Mechanical Engineering, Electrical Engineering,
Mechatronics Engineering and Agricultural Engineering).

vii. Nearly all universities have inadequate facilities and equipment for the teaching
and learning of the programme.

viii. The universities have established a system that enables students share facilities
through exchange programmes.

ix. The Commission for Higher Education (CHE) as currently established is responsible
for accreditation for private universities only.

x. Despite computer engineering degree programme not being recognized by the
ERB, its graduates were highly marketable both nationally and internationally.

xi. Many engineering graduates from the affected universities have been frustrated for
a number of years. This has highly led to de-motivation of students and parents.
Further, this poses a threat to this field as students may be discouraged from
enrolling for engineering courses.

The Committee made the following recommendations to be adopted in the report:
i. Special consideration should be given to the Fourth and Fifth year students of

Masinde Muliro University (previously a constituent college of Moi University) at
the time of receiving the charter as a fully pledged university. They should be
considered for registration once the University forwards the list of the students to
the Board. This will be on the basis that the students went through a programme
of Moi University which was accredited by the Board but were offered certificates
of Masinde Muliro University after the university was granted a charter as a fully
fledged university.

ii. The Board should consider granting all the affected students provisional
registration certificates for a specified period pending compliance with the Board's
requirements. This will ease the pressure and anxiety on the students.

The Board should identify specific areas that each individual student ought to
cover to get full registration. The Board in conjunction with the universities should
provide funds to facilitate the students to cover the required courses.

The Board should grant the affected universities provisional registration and
accreditation for a specified period pending compliance.
The universities should take measures to ensure that they comply with
international required standards by ensuring proper staffing levels, curriculum and
provision of adequate facilities.
The Commission for Higher Education Act should be reviewed to make it
responsible for accreditation, setting of minimum standards and approval of
programmes in both public and private universities.
The universities and the Board ought to work together in mounting programmes.
The Engineers Board's rules and its governing Act ought to be reviewed in order
to recognize new emerging engineering disciplines. The ERB Act should also be
reviewed to accommodate or enable holders of diploma, higher diploma,
bachelors and masters degrees in the recognized engineering disciplines to be

eligible for registration.
Accredited programmes should be reviewed regularly.

The Chairman of the Kenya Engineers Registration Board informed the Committee that:
i. The Kenya Engineers Registration Board was established under section 3(1) of the

Engineers Registration Act of 1969 to regulate the conduct of registered Engineers and
all engineering activities in Kenya. The Act was recently repealed by the Engineers
Act,2Oll which had not been operationalized despite being assented bythe President
in 2011.

ii. The Board (KERB) had remained inactive until 2OO7 when it became proactive in
engaging Universities.

iii. The Board (KERB) accredits/approves undergraduate Engineering degree programmes
offered by the universities as a means of ensuring quality standards are maintained.
This is in line with global practices.

iv. The Board had refused to accredit the universities based on inadequacies in the
staffing levels, the curriculum and teaching facilities (laboratories). However, the
Board was continuously in dialogue with the universities to facilitate the accreditation
once the issues raised by the Board were adequately handled. The Board was
handling each university on specific areas it had not met in the compliance
requirements.

v. Special consideration will be given to the Fourth and Fifth year students of Masinde
Muliro University, previously a constituent college of Moi University, the said
students will be considered for registration once the University forwards the list of the
students to the Board. This was on the basis that the students trained on Moi
University curriculum which was accredited by the Board but were offered certificates
of Masinde Muliro University after the university was granted a charter as a fully
fledged university.

' vi. Cranting provisional registration of the students affected and accreditation of the
universities will be considered by the board.

vii. Kenya Engineers Registration Board had applied for grants from treasury to
implement an internship programme for graduate engineers especially those
grad uati ng from the u naccredited u nive rsiti eslprogra mmes.

viii. The universities must not only express the willingness to comply but should comply
without being coerced to do so.

ix. The Universities should train and examine the students while board only deals with
registration of graduate engineers.

x. The accreditation of universities programmes was solely a responsibility of the
university Senates and the professional bodies; the mandate of the Commission on
Higher Education was mainly accreditation of private universities.

The Committee made the following observations

i. There was a communication breakdown between the universities and the Board.
This could be improved to enhance mutual coexistence rather than protagonist
relationship.

ii. lt was clear both the board and the universities were unanimous in quality
asSurance.

iii. The Universities were willing to comply but asked the Board to be clear and
categorical in the specific aspects it wanted improved in the staffing levels,
curriculum, and facilities in order for the universities to institute the necessary
structures to meet the required standards. The Board also seemed to be slow in
responding to the reports of the universities and at times recent reports
contradicted the earlier ones.

iv. The universities and the Board ought to work together in mounting programmes
but the board only became proactive in engaging the universities very recently
and seems to play a passive role in the introduction and subsequent monitoring of
programmes compliance.

v. The board was rigid in its guidelines and was not accommodative to new
developments especially the UNESCO standards which recognize seven
engineering fields (Civil Engineering, Mechanical Engineering, Electrical
Engineering, Chemical Engineering, Environmental Engineering, Agricultural
Engineering and Medical Engineering) while the board only recognized four
disciplines.

vi. The board should consider granting the students affected and the Universities
provisional registration and accreditation respectively for a specified period, for
instance two/three years pending their compliance to ease the pressure and
anxiety on the students affected and the perception of the public on the university
proSrammes.

REMARKS BY THE CHAIRPERSON

Dr. Bendict Mutua

MrN. NO. 033/2012

The Chairperson called the meeting to order at 11.OOam and opened with a word of
prayer. He welcomed the Minister and his team to the Committee and thanked
them for heeding the Committee invitation. He further:

i) lnformed the Minister of the mandate of the Committee as outlined in
Standing Order No.9B.

ii) Outlined the agenda of the meeting was to investigate into the petition by

engineering students of MMUST, KU and Egerton on non-

accreditation/registration by the Kenya Engineer Registration Board (KERB).

iii) lnformed the Minister that some engineering graduates had gone to Court to
seek redress on their non-registration by the Kenya Engineers Registration

Board. He highlighted the provisions of Standing order B0 which explained
the qualifications of a sub-judice matter which is before a Committee and that
the case in court was not related to the petition before the Committee as the
petitioners' were different. The case in Court was by engineering graduates

while the petition before the Committee was by engineering students in the
public universities.

MrN. NO. 034/2012 MEETING WITH MINISTER FOR HIGHER
EDUCATION. SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY

Minister informed the Committee that:
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i) Universities are required to submit their proposed education programmes to
Kenya Engineering Registration Board (KERB) for recognition before being

launched. The KERB then communicates back to the universities their decision

within three months from the date of submission.

Currently unaccredited programmes are allowed to be taught and universities

have a period of six months to comply with KERB requirements.

ii)

iii) Craduates from programmes that are currently not recognized are required to
fill-in the gaps in their training before applying for registration by KERB.

Universities and KERB jointly evaluate these unrecognized programmes from
which students graduated and agree on the identified training deficiencies, if
any, and recommend measures to make the graduates eligible for registration

by the Board.

iv) The KERB is a statutory body established through an Act of Parliament (Cap

530) of 1969 has the responsibility of regulating and the activities and

conduct of practicing engineers in Kenya in accordance to the Act. Under the

Act it is illegal for an engineer to practice if not registered by the Board.

v) The KERB Act should be reviewed to accommodate or enable holders of
diploma, higher diploma and masters in the engineering disciplines to be

legible for registration. Graduates of B.Sc or B.Tech, or B. Eng who have

followed a five year engineering curriculum should be eligible for registration.

vi) Accredited programmes should be reviewed regularly after every five years or
at any time when curriculum review constitutes a change of 25o/o or more.

vii) KERB is also encouraged to appreciate new developments in the curriculum

design and developments. Limiting Kenya to 4 or 5 programmes stifles

competitiveness of the graduates regionally and internationally.

viii) Much as the universities offer engineering programmes of similar nature, the
titles of similar engineering fields vary from university to university. At the
same time the method of assessment for the demand for the programme also

varies among the institutions. The Senates of the universities approve the
courses before they are introduced in the universities.
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ix) The recognition tools for registration should be benchmarked with
international practices in terms of both curriculum and registration.

Currently the minimum duration for engineerinS programmes in Kenya is five
academic years. This should be standard practice and if any changes are to be
made, they should be agreed upon as a policy to guide the higher education
sector.

xi) Nearly all universities have inadequate facilities and equipment for the
teaching and learning of the programme. The universities have however put
mechanisms in place to mitigate the situation until they are able to acquire
and upgrade their own. Universities are encouraged to share available facilities
and equipment between themselves so that they can adequately deliver their
programmes satisfactorily and KERB during that period should be able to
recognize the programmes even with the shared staff.

xii) The KERB has declined to accredit some engineering programmes offered in
the universities citing the following reasons: lack of qualified staff, especially
those who are not registered by KERB as graduates and above, inadequate
programme content, over specialization of some of the programmes at
undergraduate level hence not capturing the needs of the industry, lengthy
titles of programmes which tend to confuse the industry, the same institutions
offering similar curricular whose contents are similar and only vary by less

than 3oolo of the content.

xiii) Universities should be encouraged to engage KERB individually to give a

summary of short falls in their curriculum so that the universities can revise
their curriculum in line with KERB. The Board should also institute a pre-
registration examination for graduates or a one year course similar to the one
for law graduates.

xiv) She presented to the Committee a report of the Ministry of 2011 on
recognition of engineering programmes in the Kenyan universities by the
Engineers Registration Board.

xv) The Permanent Secretary informed the Committee that the Commission for
Higher Education (CHE) was established to be responsible for accreditation,
minimum standards and approval of programme in private universities.

x)
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xvi) Plans are underway to review the Commission to deal with both public and

private universities.

xvii) KERB is empowered to move to universities and ascertain their programmes

for acceptability.

The students stated as follows:

i) The Engineers Board was not responsive to the development in engineering

field as the KERB Act only recognizes disciplines related only to structural,

electrical, mechanical, chemical and agricultural.

ii) When some engineering graduates sought for registration the Board declined

insisting that for one to be a registered engineer helshe must have enrolled
and completed a Bachelor of Science in either one of the five disciplines stated

above.

iii) New engineering disciplines have developed over time hence the need for the

Board to be alive to the current trend. Some of the engineering disciplines in

the market currently and are not recognized by the Board include computer
engineering, water and environment engineering, telecommunication

engineering and soil engineering among others.

iv) They pleaded with the Board to consider their request so that they can be

recognized as engineers and be able to practice and earn a living through the

5ame.

Committee on 22"d March 2012 at 10:00am. The Committee directed that the
Minister for Higher Education, Science and Technology, Vice-Chancellors from
Masinde Muliro, Kenyatta and Egerton universities, the Secretary/CEO
Commission on Higher Education, the Engineers Board and the petitioners
(students from the three universities) be invited to attend the meeting.
