The
petition was tabled before this House pursuant to Standing Order No. 225 (2Xb)
through the clerk, on behalf of Dr. Dan Alila, Director of Africa Human Rights
Bureau, on Thursddy,6rh March, ZOl4.

Mandate of the Committee

The Committee is established pursuant to the provisions of Standing order No. 216,
and is mandated to, among others;

a) investigate, inquire into, and report on all matters relating to the mandate,
management, activities, administration, operations and estimates of the
assigned Ministries and departments;

b) study the programme and policy objectives of Ministries and departments and
the effectiveness of the implementation;

c) study and review all legislation referred to it;
d) study, access and analyze the relative success of the Ministries and

departments as measured by the results obtained as compared with their stated
objectives;

e) investigate and inquire into all matters relating to the assigned Ministries and
departments as they may deem necessary, and as may be referred to them by
the House or a Minister;

f) vet and report on all appointments where the constitution or any law requires
the National Assembly to approve, except those under Standing order 204
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(Committee on Appointments); and

g) make reports and recommendations to the House as often as possible,

including recommendation of proposed regislation.

Standing order 227 provides that: (1) Every Petition presented or reported pursuant to this
Part, shall stand committed to the relevant Departmental Committee.(2) whenever a
Petition is committed to a Departmental Commifiee, the Committee shall, in not more than
sixty calendar days from the time of reading the prayer, respond to the petitioner by way of
a report addressed to the petitioner or petitioners and laid on the table of rhe House and no
debate on or in relation to the report shall be allowed, but the Speaker may, in exceptional
circumstances, allow comments or observations in relation to the petitions for not more
than twenty Minutes.(3) The Clerk shall, within Jifteen days of the decision of the House,
in writing, notify the petitioner of the decision of the House on the petition.

1.4 Committal and Consideration of the petition
Pursuant to standing order 227 (l),the petition was referred to the Departmental committee
on Thursd dY, 6'h March, 2014 for consideration and preparation of a report within 60 days.
The committee considered the petition pursuant to the provisions of Standing order 227 (r)
and (2).

The committee proceeded with the consideration of the petition by holding meetings to
set up terms of reference and scheduling meetings.

In considering the petition, the committee invited and held meetings with the petitioner, Dr.
Dan Alila, Director, Africa Human Rights Bureau. The meetings were aimed at responding
to issues raised by the petitioner.

1.5 Committee Observation
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Having held meetings and considered the submissions presented on the petition, the
Committee observed that:

1' Uganda's actions - hoisting its flag, collecting rent, deploying military police and taxing
the inhabitants' amounts to acts of aggression in international law, is a challenge to the
East African Community therefore there is need to mediate and resolve the conflict
peacefully since intemational law cherishes peaceful means of conflict resolution.

2' The two countries benefit from Migingo fishing activities, thus the two countries cannot
afford to engage in a military conflict since Uganda is Kenya's major trading partner in
the World' What remains now is for the joint border survey to be completed so as to
resolve the matter conclusively.

3' During the Kenya-Uganda ministerial meeting held in Nairobi in 2011, it was resolved
that the survey team would produce a report and come up with practical modalities to
conclude the survey and demarcation of the boundary.

4' Resolutions have been made such as joint policing of Migingo Island, joint regular
meetings between administrators of Nyatike Sub-county and Bugiri District in Uganda
they have not been fully realized.

5' There was need for the two countries to engage in a disarmament initiative to curb
terrorism and perennial cattle rustling across the border.

6' There should be joint intelligence gathering systems between the two countries as the
delegations had pressed for.

1.6 Response to the prayers in the petition

The petitioner had prayed that the National Assembly through the Committee,
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i) Investigates the issue raised in the petition and affirms that the contested Migingo and
Ugingo Islands and the surrounding waters are part of the Kenyan territory;

ii) Approves the establishment of a permanent Naval Base at Ugingo to protect Kenyan
citizens living and working on the two islands; and,

iii) considers compensating the victims affected by the alleged occupation.
iv) In view of Article238 (1) as read with article 238 2 (a) of the Constitution parliament

Approves military actions against Uganda security forces occupying Migingo and Ugingo
Island in Lake Victoria, Migori County.

In response to the above prayers, the committee recommends that:

1' Diplomacy is the best option that Kenya can take because it benefits a lot from Uganda in
terms of trade and commerce, transportation, education opportunities and employment
among others' Kenya and Uganda also collaborate on both regional security and global
political issues. The two countries therefore need each other and issues that strain
relations between them can be resolved diplomatically.

2' The real ownership of Migingo Island to be determined by a joint survey based on the
colonial maps since all African states respect colonial borders which the organization of
African Unity had embedded in its charter and which the African Union has provided for
in Article 4(b) of its Constitutive Act.

3 ' Migingo Island is an inland boundary area that does not require the presence and the
Navy' Naval bases are established to guard the international where big intemational
businesses are done within the oceans and therefore Migingo is better handled in a
diplomatic way as mentioned in I above.

4' The Committee does not agree with the Petitioner to invoke Article23g (1) as read with
article 238 (2) (a) of the Constitution of Kenya for Parliament to approve military actions
against Uganda security forces occupying Migingo and Ugingo Island in Lake Victoria,
Migori County.

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2.0 BACKGROUND INF'ORMATION

The Constitution of Kenya (2010) under Article 37 provides that: Every person has the right,
peaceably and unarmed, to assemble, to demonstrate, to picket, and to present petitions to
public authorities. Further, Article 119 provides that;

(1) Every person has a right to petition Parliament to consider any motter within its
authority, including to enact, amend or repeal any legislation.

(2) Parliament sholl make provision for the procedure for the exercise of this right and
thus

2.1 The Petition by Dr. Dan Alila was presented to the House by the Speaker of the

National Assembly, on 6th March 2014 pursuant to Standing order No. 220 (1) (a).

2.2 Pursuant to House rules, the Petition was referred to the Departmental Committee on
Defence and Foreign Relations on March 6'h, 2Ol4 for consideration and preparation of
a report within 60 days. The Committee considered the Petition pursuant to the

provisions of Standing Order 227.

2.3 The petitioners wished to draw the attention of the House on the following, that:-

i) The Uganda Security Forces occupying Migingo and Ugingo Islands in Lake

Victoria have since 2008, hoisted the Uganda National Flag on the two islands and

established a military base equipped with weapons and speed boats on the islands

and fishing in Kenya's territorial waters around the islands;

ii) The occupying Uganda Security Forces have persistently and callously subjected

Kenyan fishermen in Migingo and Ugingo islands to untold suffering though

illegal and arbitrary arrests and confinements in the Lake, Kangaroo style trials,

illegal and punitive taxations, persecutions, torture and inhumane treatments in

Uganda especially at Bugiri Police Station, which is 150km from the two islands;

iii) The occupying Uganda Security Forces have acted against Kenyan fishermen in

Migingo and Ugingo islands with impunity as if the islands are part of Ugandan
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territory in Lake Victoria and also as if Kenyans there are trespassers or illegal
immigrants;

iv) The occupying Uganda Security Forces have routinely appropriated fish,
motorboats, engines and fishing gears belonging to Kenyan fishermen thereby
rendering hundreds of thousands of fishernen jobless, destitute and helpless;

v) The occupying uganda security Forces in Migingo and Ugingo Islands have acted
with superiority, affogance and without due regard, respect or recognition to
Kenyan officials including police and administrators in the two islands;

vi) The occupying Uganda Security Forces operate in the two islands without regard
to laws of Kenya thereby implying that Kenyans living in the islands and their
properties are subject to Ugandan Laws, and further implying that the islands are
considered by Ugandan forces as part of Ugandan territory; and

vii)To date over 300,000 Kenyan fishermen have been subjected to serious abuses
(including rape, torture and degrading treatment), considerable human suffering
and massive financial loss (estimated a uS Dollars 30 billion);

viii) Previous efforts at addressing the aggressive activities of Uganda Security
Forces on the Kenyan pat of Lake Victoria especially with regard to control of
Migingo and Ugingo islands have not been honored by Ugandan Authorities. Such
efforts have included diplomacy, joint security operations, and the commissioning
of a joint Kenya/ Uganda Boundary Survey Team;

ix) The issues raised in the present petition are not pending before any court of Law,
constitutional or legal body in Kenya.

3.0 SUBMISSIONS AND EVIDENCE

Having been seized of the Petition, the committee commenced its consideration by inviting
the petitioner Dr, Dan Alila, the cabinet Secretary for Defence, the cabinet secretary for
foreign Affairs, and Ms. Juster Nkoroi Head of Kenya International Boundaries office, for
meetings on diverse dates. During the meetings, written and oral evidence was adduced as
recorded hereunder:-
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3.1 SUBMISSION BY THE MINISTRY OF DEF'ENCE

The Cabinet Secretary for the Ministry of Defence-made a written submission on several
issues raised in the petition as follows:

1 Whether Migingo and Ugingo Islands including surrounding waters are part of
the territory of Kenya

A joint technical team of Surveyors from Kenya and Uganda held several technical meetings
that culminated into commencement of the joint survey of the common boundary in Lake
Victoria on 3'd July 2oog. The survey activities included planning, reconnaissance,

documentation and extension of controls to the border islands.

The scope of work was to survey the common boundary from the mouth of River Sio as at
1'926 Order in Council southwards to the tri-junction with Tanzania. The survey involved
establishment of main boundary pillars at locations described in the 1926 Order in Council.
Intermediate boundary markers were to be placed where appropriate. However, the exercise

could not be completed due to divergent views on technical issues relating to boundary
demarcation. The Survey report was therefore not signed by both parties and is still in
abeyance pending further consultations.

Currently, the Government has established the Kenya International Boundaries Office
(KIBO) to review and establish a Border Management Strategy that will provide a way
forward in addressing outstanding border issues which we are hopeful will sort out the

Migingo and Ugingo matters once and for all.
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2. whether Parliament has abdicated its constitutional mandate to
protection of the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Kenya

ensure

Parliament has not abdicated its responsibilities as alleged or at all. It is noteworthy that the
issue of Migingo and Ugingo is not a military problem but a diplomatic issue that should be
addressed by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Trade together with the
Ministry of East African Affairs and rourism. The issue of military action therefore does not
arise.

3. whether a permanent Navar Base shourd be estabrished at ugingo rsrand

The issue of Migingo and Ugingo as stated above is a diplomatic issue that is to be sorted out
diplomatically. It is not a military issue hence there is no need to establish a Naval base. In
the spirit of East Africa Community (EAC) integration, resolution of conflicts is to be
undertaken through peaceful means and not through the use of force. Kenya and Uganda are
engaged in discussions and peaceful actions to resolve the issue.

It is worth noting that a joint Ministerial consultative meeting on the status of Migingo and
Ugingo Islands agreed on the establishment of a Joint Policing of Migingo Island as directed
by the Police Chiefs of Kenya and Uganda to meet and operationalize the directi ve on 26
July 2011. The policing of Lake Victoria waters is best left to Maritime police.

4. Whether Parliament should approve compensation for victims of exploitation in
Migingo

It is noteworthy that the Migingo and Ugingo border issues are about resource rather than the
actual position of the border. Kenya and Uganda are consulting to find a lasting solution to
the issue of Migingo Island. once the issue is amicably sorted out, the issue of utility of fish
resources in Lake Victoria will also be sorted out. It is urged that the both the Kenya and
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Uganda Govemments be given ample time to come up with a way forward in addressing the
sharing of the fish resources in Lake Victoria. The issue of compensation therefore does not
arise.

5. Whether Parliament should authorize military action against Uganda Security
Forces in Migingo and Ugingo Islands

As stated above, there is no need for military action against Uganda Security Forces. Kenya
and Uganda enjoys cordial diplomatic ties. The issue at hand can best be handled
diplomatically and peacefully in line with EAC dispute resolution policy guidelines.

The EAC countries were gearing towards integration and it would be against the spirit of
EAC to resolve militarily issues that could otherwise be solved diplomatically and
peacefully.

3.2 SUBMISSION F'ROM MS. JUSTER NKOROI IIEAD OF KENYA
INTERNATIONAL BOUNDARIES OFFICE
The Head of the Kenya International Boundaries Office made an oral submission and
subsequently submitted a written statement on issues raised in the petition as follows:

1' Whether Migingo and Ugingo and the surrounding waters are part of the Kenya
territory:

According to the 1926 Order in Council, Migingo and Ugingo Islands are in the territory of
Kenya.

The Kenya Intemational Boundaries Office had been established within the Executive Office
to handle all matters relating to reaffirmation of the international boundaries. The Office was
in the process of reviewing and mapping all border reaffirmation activities undertaken in the

previous years with a view to determine status of each international boundary, identify
contentious and non-contentious section of all the intemational boundaries. This would
assist in developing a holistic strategy for demarcation and delimitation of Kenya,s
intemational boundaries. The process would include identirying trans-boundary issues as
well as shared resources and recommend strategies for their joint management.

The conflict around Migingo and Ugingo may not be necessarily about the location of the
Islands but most probably, it is conflict over resources. Any strategy and or intervention must
therefore ensure that access to resources, especially fisheries, by the Kenyan citizens is not
jeopardized.

2' Whether a permanent naval base should be established at Migingo and Ugingo
to protect Kenya citizens living and working in the two islands:

The Ministries of Interior and Coordination of National Govemment, and that of Defence
were more suited to respond to this issue. However, the issue for the Committee to consider
was the appropriateness of deploying defense forces over internal maters while there were
sufficient laws that the police could use to apprehend any person causing disturbance in the
island.

3.3 SUBMISSION FROM THE
INTERNATIONAL TRADE.

MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS AND

Kenya- Uganda share 933 KM of boundary. Generally speaking, any feature in the vicinity
or crossing international boundary is an element of Foreign Policy and thus Migingo Island,
is a rock measuring 2,ooo sq meters and in the vicinity of Kenya-Uganda boundary , and
hence the foreign policy dimension.
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The Ugandan authorities has disputed the Island since 2004. There have been several inter-
ministerial meetings were held in both Kampala and Nairobi from 2009-2014 since the
dispute. These meetings recommended a Joint Technical Survey of the boundary in which
the Ugandan team later pulled out

The Kenya team found that the Island was 510 Meters inside Kenya. The Joint Technical
Survey, at the invitation of Uganda, resumed in March 2014 and consultations are still
ongoing

The USF have acted against Kenyan fishermen in Migingo and Ugingo islands with
impunity as if the islands are part of Uganda territory in Lake Victoria and therefore
Kenyans are trespassers or illegal immigrants;
The Forces have routinely confiscated fish, motorboats, engines and fishing gears
belonging to Kenyan fishermen thereby rendering hundreds of thousands of fishermen
jobless, destitute and helpless;
