The rneeting opened with a u,ord of prayer after ',r,hich the Chairman
welcomed members and stakeholders to the meeting to discuss the
developments in the Judicial Sector.
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MIN NO 153 I2OO9 . JUDTCIAL REFORMS

The stakeholders were invited to discuss the way-forward on Judicial
reforms with particular emphasis to the Judicial Service 8i11. They stated
as follows:

SOCIETY OF KEITYA

The reforms in the Judiciary were intended to guarantee independence of
the Jud.iciary, transparency, judicial stn:ctures, strong commitment to
human resources and the eventual enactment of the Jud,icial Service Bill
The Judicial Service Bill should be anchored in the Constitution since the
Judicial Service Commission is a creature of Chapter IV of the
Constitution.

The proposed Judicial Reforms should address isst-les inch-rding ; -

a) The tenure of the Chief Justice's tenure should not be more than 10

years with an age limit of 70 years.
b) Presidential disputes should be handled by a Supreme Court.
c) Financial Autonomy
d) Introduction of a Supreme Court
e) Review of the composition of the Judicial Service Commission

The LSK proposed. the introduction of performance contracts in the
Judiciary after the streamlining modalities of auditing judges.

The LSK also confirmed that their petition to the President was on the
powers of the office of the Chief Justice and not on the incu.mbent parse'

THE ATTORNEY GENERAL

He stated that the Judicature Chapter in the Bomas and Wako drafts had
addressed the Judicial Systern comprehensively. He further stated that the
Chapter would require minimal amendments in relation to Kadhi Courts'

Financial Autonomy of the Judiciary and the State Law Office \ ''Ias a

priority to ensur. eifi"i.nt delivery of services and retention of competent
staff.
He was in favour of minimum reforms spearheaded by the Committee but
only after the comprehensive review of the Constitution became untenable'
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THE POLICE COMMISSIONER

The Police Commissioner was in favour of Judicial reforms with particular
reference to the Criminal Justice System .In this respect he recommended
review of remuneration of prosecutors to attract and retain qualified
officers.
This will ensure that qualified prosecutors are available to prosecute cases
thereby improving deliverance of Justice. The reforms should also be
aimed at rehabilitating criminals after release from prisons.

The Committee observed that there was need for minimum constitutional
reforms targeting the Judiciary and other state bodies and the committee
was committed to spearhead the reforms.
