2.0. INTRODUCTION.

The Prohibition of Female Genital Mutilation Bill was read for the first time in the House on_ .
The Bill according to Standing Order no. 111 (1) then stood committed to the Departmental

Committee on Labour and Social Welfare.

The Committee is therefore required to present this report in accordance with Standing Order
no.111 (2) which states in part that: ‘The Chairperson of the Deparimental Commiiitee or
Member designated by the Committee 10 which a Bill is committed shall present the Committee’s
report 10 the House within ten calendar days of such commitial and upon such presentation, or if
the Commitiee’s report is not presented when it becomes due, the Bill shall be ordered 1o be read
a Second Time on such day as the designated Minister or Member who introduced the Bill shall

appoint’

3.0.STAKEHOLDERS MEETING; PROHIBITION OF FEMALE GENITAL
MUTILATION BILL 2010; DELIBERATIONS

The Committee met with members of the National Steering Commitiee on Female Genital
Mutlation comprising of FIDA - Kenya, Maendeleo ya Wanawake, Women Empowerment
Link and the KEWOPA in April 2011 at Parliament Building. During the meetings the following
amendments 1o the Prohibition of Female Genital Mutilation Bill, 2011 were put proposed.

e In the interpretation define support services to include ‘shelter services, medical §érvices,
legal education, training of service providers and advocates against FGM/C, psycho-
social support and any other’.

o Section 4 (c) a person undergoing a course of training while under supervision by a
medical practitioner/midwife with a view.

¢ Section 5: definition procuring a person to perform female genital mutilation.

e Section 8: re-wording of genital female mutilation to female genital mutilation

e Section 12: penalty to be minimum of not less than 5 years and no maximum or to a fine
of not less than five hundred thousand shillings or both.

Introduce a penalty for each offence as outlined in section 5 and 6.
Addition: Section 9: on witness protection (refer to the witness protection Act)
1. A pesron who reports an offence under this Act is entitled to protection under the

witness protection Act”.
1. Addition: section 10 (d) include the issues of FGM in the performance contracts for

public servants.
1. That in Part ii — Offences, a person who supports Female Genital Mutilation should be

regarded as an offender.
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‘That prohibition of Female Genitai Muulation in the performance contracts for public
servants should be narrowed down to specific public servants and specific departments
who serve in areas where Female Genitai Mutilation is practiced.

That 1n Part 11 — Offences, clause 7 should be under definitions

That there i1s need to have an implementation Organ/Authority which will sensitize
people about the Act and also implement 1t

That there 1s need to look into the aspect of funding

That people who perform Female Genital Mutilation may not even raise Kshs100.000 as
they are poor women in the villages hence the need to review Section 12: penalty to be
minimum of not less than 3 years and no maximum or to a fine of not less than two
hundred thousand shillings or both

There is need to relook into the issue of witness protection as the question begs whether it
1s possible to sustain witness protection

4.0. RECOMMENDATIONS

The committee considered all the above proposed amendments and proposes the following
amendments to the Prohibition of Female Genital Mutilation Bill 2010.

PART 1 - PRELIMINARY

In the interpretation, the definition of support services should include: shelter services,
medical services, legal education, training of service providers and advocates against
Female Genital Mutilation or cutting, psycho-social suppport and any other™.

PART 11 - OFFENCES

New Sub-Clause (¢) in Clause 3(4)
A new Sub-Clause (c) in Clause 3(4) be inserted, which shall read “a person
undergoing a course of training while under supervision by a medical practitioner or

midwife with a view ta hecaminag a medical nractitinner ar miduanfe *
hasnewitn hecammini a medical nrachinoner: or maidwnte,

Rationale
The Amendment is to deter persons who are undergoing training to be used to perform
the female genital mutilation or cutting.

The definitions in Clause 3 (7)
The definitions in Clause 3 (7) be inserted in PART 1 — PRELIMINARY that deals with
interpretations.

New Sub- Clause (¢) in Clause 4



V.

A new Sub- Clause (¢) in Clause 4 be inserted that shall create an offence for persons
who ridicule or discriminate against persons who have not undergone the female genital
mutilation or cutting, or discouraging men to marry such persons. The subsection should
read “Any other person who uses derogatory or abusive language that is intended to
ndicule, embarrass or otherwise harm a woman for having or not having undergone
female genital mutilation or cutting or a man for marrying or otherwise supporting a
woman who has not undergone female genital mutilation or cutting commits an offence.”

A penalty of the above offence should be that the person shall be liable to imprisonment
of not less than six (6) months and a fine of not less than fifty (50) thousand shillings.

Rationale
This would enhance the government and other stakeholder’s efforts in curbing the vice
and ensuring that all aspects that are undermining the public awareness on abandonment

of this culture.

New Sub- Clause (a) in Clause 5

A new Sub- Clause (a) in Clause 5 be inserted that shall create an offence for persons
who cross the Kenyan border with the intention of performing female genital mutilation
or cutting who cross the Kenyan border with the intention of performing female genital
mutlation or cutting and the sub-section should read “Any person who leaves Kenya
with the tention of performing female genital mutilation or cutting in a country other
than Kenya 1s guilty of an offence”

Rationale

The 1mplementation of legislation of female genital mutilation or cutting in other
jurisdictions of the Kenyan neighbors” has been taken into consideration and the need to
restrict persons coming from Kenya and going to those countries to commit the act.

v.  Wording in Clause 8
The wording in Clause 8 be re-worded to read “female genital mutilation” and not
“genital female mutilation”.
PART 111 - MISCELLANEOUS

vi.  New Sub-Clause (d) in Section

A new Sub-Clause (d) in Section 10 be inserted for the government 1o take necessary
steps to mainstream issues of female genital mutilation or cutting in the public sector by
including 1t 1n the performance contracts of persons who work in the public sector.

Rationale
This will enhance public education and sensitization by all persons who work in the
public sector.

Clause 12

Clause 12 be amended to read as follows “ A person who commits an offence under this
Act is liable on conviction to imprisonment for a term of not Jess than 3 years but which
may be enhanced or to a fine of not less than two hundred thousand shillings.”

Rationale
The Amendment is to increase the amount payable as fine, is to deter the female genital
mutilation practitioners.
