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The Departmentai Corrnriltee on l-abour and Social Well'are rcsolved lo take a fact finding lour
to parts of Eastert. Coast and \\/cslcrr l)rovinccs. l'hc nrain objective of thc tour was to ascerlain
that the Goverrxre:rl linrls rranrcll, lJrc Youth linrerprise Development Fund (YEDF), Women
Enlerprise Fund (\lrEF). Kazi kwa Vi_jana programmcs and projecrs (KKV), Cash Transfer for
Orphaned and Vulncrable Childre.n (Cl -OVC), Cash l-ransfer for Old Persons (CT-OP),
Subsidiz-ed Youlh Polytechnic Tuilion (SYPl-) and Youth Empowerment Centers (YEC) reach
the intended beneficialics and lo :rsccrlain the conditions of Charitable Children lnstitutions.

The Committee paid a courtes), call to all the District Commissioner's offices of all lhe involved
Districts and was able to get briclings liom the relevant I)istrict Commissioners and District
Ministry Officers. Tlte Cornntittee learnt lhat thc Government funds have been of great help to
the people, espcciaJll, the won)cn. the orphancd and vulnerable children, the Youth and the old
Persons. The Contnrillce lrou,evcl r)oled thal sonre l)rovinccs are performing well than others in
lemts of making good usc and repaying the Youth Iinterprise Dcvelopment Funds.

The comrnitlee noled thal Njthj Constitucncy Youths rverc performing very ra,elJ. I'he youths in
the constilrrency havc usecl thc Youlh Enterprise Developntent Funds lo starl very successful
businesses and lhe rvorren are also Lloing rvell. Most ofthe Youtlr groups have been able to repay
lhe money. 1'he youths in llte arca tJuough Kazi Kwa Vi.iana have been able to transfer the labour
skills to their falnrs

The Cash Transfe: lirr. llre OlpJranctl and Vulnerable Clhildren has helped many children. They no
longer go 10 the slreels and rnosl oI lircnr arc jn school. l'he Old Persons have equally benefitted
fronr lhe Cash l'ranslcr and thcy havc becn abic to buy lbod, get medication and slart some
inconre generaling projccls to srrslairl their livelihoocls.

The Committec iltspccled sonre fcrv saurpled projecls in cach district and noled lhal some of the
Governrnenl finds have beert pul inlo proper use whilc therc were sonre where the beneficjaries
were nol able to account for the nroney. 'l'he conrnritlee noted wilh concern that the wo6en a1d
youth groups ncccl rlaining on cntrcpleueurial skills, book keeping ard project nranagenlenl.

While touring the Yor-rth PoJ1,1e65,)1.s;, thc Committee noted that the subsidized nrition for the
Youth Polytechtics has uone a long way in hclping parents who coulcl not allbrd the fees. There
is a higher rate of etuolrlelrl. Sonrc of the polyechnics hatl also benefirted lronr Goverrunenl
donated eqrripnrenls cnlrancingr anil rtaking it easier for stLrdents lo learn.

l'he Conllittec rrotcd wjth a lo1 of concenr that the youth polyechnic instmclors are poorly paid,
with an avcrage salary ol'Kslts 5,000 pcr month.

Some constiluencies who were beneficiaries of lhe money for the Youth Empowerment Cenlres

have almost cotrrpleled the br-rilclings olhers have started putting them up while others are yet to

slan.

The Comminee also l]oted that under the Kazi kwa Vijana (KKV) programme many trees have

been planled and the yor.rlh are u,rlling 1o work. The programme may not be suslainable as it's

not conlinuous. The goverD:Ienl should Iook for a way of sustaining the programnle so thal the

youth can be drawn out of Povert)t.

The Committee noted with a lot of concem that the money thal goes through the financial

intermediaries does nol benefit the Youth and the Women. This is because the financial

inslitufions are cha:ging an inlelest rale of l60/o, above what was agreed with the ministries.

I.2. YOllTIl llNllillPRIslrl l)l'lVli I,OPMIIN T I.'I]NI) (YtrDF)

Unemployment is onc of the economic challenges in Kenya. The Youths constitute two thirds of

the economically active population and account for 61Yo of the unemployed.

'l he Youth Entcrprise Developnrenl Fund idea was muted by the Govemmenl in mid 2006 to

address the youth uneit'tploymenl ploblenr. The Govemment through its budget gave Kshs

1,000,000,000 billion in 2006. Kshs750,000,000 in Fly 2007108 and Kshs 500,000'000 in F/Y

2008/09.The Fnnd was gazetted in Decenrber 2006.

The fund targets Kenyans aged between l8 and 35 years who intend 1o starl or expand business.

The Fund has llree nrodes of disburset:rent namely;-

a. The ConstitLre;rc1,sub conlponent (C - Yes).

b. The Easy Youtlr Enterpiise Scherne (Easy Yes).

c. The on lending sub conrponent tluough financial intermediaries

1.2,1 Tbe Consti(ue nc1, Sub cotrtponent (C - YES)

t The Constituency Youth linterprise Scheme (C-Y es). funds enterprises of youth groups at

the Constituercy level, rrr all Constituencies.

o Every Constituency has been allocated Kshs 2,000,000 revolving fund.

. The loan attracts no interest br.lt includes 502 management fee payable upfront.

. The anrount loaned to each single group must not exceed Kshs 50,000.

1.2.2 The Easy Youth Enterprise Scheme (Easy Yes)

The Easy Yes schetle is constituency based loan intended lo finance individual owned

enlerprises at the group level for those who have excelled under the C-Yes.

The Youth EtllPorvet trteut Centrcs arc ainred at provitling one stop shop services and information
to the yor.rng pcople in the d;strict arrd help them mitigate thematic areas of concem that impede
their social, politicaJ attd econornic clevelopment, in order to maximize their full potential in
building a bctlcl Kenva. The projccl js sljll at the pilot stage and not all the conslituencies were
given money firr coDstruction of'\'outh Entpowerment Centres.



1.4. YOllTlI POI.\'TITCIINICS (\'P)

The Governnrenr in endeavoring to ir.r-rprove the quality and image of technical training in lhe

Youth Polytec)rnics it adopted an antbitious programme of infrastruclural support by providing

youth polytechrrics rvith eguipnrents, subsidized tuition and money for building workshops which

is still ongoing.

I.5.KAZI I{\\/A \/IJANA (KI(\/)

The Kazi Kwa Vijana llrograr'nnre was designed to afford, youth during the period of financial

crisis, national dlor.rghl and famine intnrediate relief lo the young people by way of providing

them with i,rconle to bu1, food tluough enrpioyment in public works. Young people are employed

under labour coplracls jn selected Public Works Projects identified under the Kazi Kwa Vijana

programme.

Some of the plojecrs particularly those to do with inigation and water supply are intended to

enhance food production in the nrarginal areas mosl affected by drought. There are also Kazi

Kwa Vijana projects designed for the conservation and malagement of the environment while

others are to inrplove road tra)rsportalion in rural and urban areas.

r.6. woMI,tN I,tNt't,;R t'lilsl,l IiUN I) (\\/l,ll,')

Women Enlerprise Fund (WEF) was officially launched in2007. The principal objective of the

fund is econor-lric enlpoweln.)ent of wotnetr. Women Enterprise Fund loans reach the target

beneficiaries thlough financial internredialies and directly lhrough Constituency Womcn

Enterprise Schenre.

The fund is to enable lhe goveruenl rcalize the third Millennium Development Goal on "gender

cquality and enrpo\\,enrent of wornen". In rccognition ofthe critical role women play in socio-

economic developrlent. The V/onren Errterprise Fund- has been identified as a flagship project

under the socia) pillar iu the Vision 2030. It is expected that the fund will play a calalystic role in

mainstreaming wonren in the fonnal financiai sector services.

I.7. SO(]IAI, PITOTECTION P]{(X;ItAMMI' ITOR OLD PERSONS _ CASII
'l'ttA NStit,)t I.-( )ti ot,t) t,t,)rs( )NS (( "t -()t,)

Concerted clfolts have beeu made by the Governmenl and various stakeholders to create an all

inclusive society where persons living in extreme poverty and ltlnerability are protected and

cushioned. As a ploporlioir of the Ker:yan Popuiation live in poverty and a bigger proportion is

vulnerabie.

The first pilot p:oject rvas stalted in r.\yanz-r, Central and Western provinces with three districts;
Bondo, l'hika and BLrsia willr a rnonthly stipend of Kshs 1,000. This has been scaled up to a

monthly strpend of Kshs 1.500 and an additional fourty one districts. 'lhe objective of the
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prograrune is to strengthen the capacitres of oider persons to irnprove their livelihoods tfuough a

sustainabie social protection r.rtechatrisnt.

The Cash Transfer' largels lhe ullra poor households with characteristics which include poor
nutrition, poor health and lou,incontc among the aged. They should be sixty five (65) years and

above, exlrenrely poor and not err:.olled in any other reguiar cash lransfer programme.

-l'his is a Covern:reirt rnitialivc in collabor.alion with other development partners, particularly
L|NI CIlr- and the Wor.ld Barrk. ljrcicl this programme, each family gets Kshs. I,500.

For one lo be a;r eiig;ble carc giver lbl Cash Transfer for Orphaned and Vulnerable Children
programnre; the clrrld :)ust be an olphan either single or multiple, the child rrusl conre from a

poor background and the careqivers rrust be very old, suffering from chronic disease and poor.

-l'he care givers itrusl in turn provide shelter, nutrition to the chiid, must take the child to school,
musl secure bjrtlVdeath rcgjsualion of rhe child, must take a child of 0-5 years old for
intntunizatiorr alrd ID calds lor care grrcrs.

The corr-rnrittee visrted parls o1-Eastcln I'rovince acconrpanied by the Hon charles Kilonzo MP

welconred tl)e con.tr'l il lee.

The District con.r.nissioner a:rd orher I)epaflmental heads informed the committee that;-

2.0.1 Youth Enterprise Development I-und

2.0.2 The Constituencl, Sub conrponent (C-Yes)

The constituency had exhausted thc l(shs 2,000,000 that was set aside for the Youth Enterprise
Development FLrnd (YEDF). Forry groups were funded and each of the group got Kshs 50,000
mder the Constitr.rency Sub cornpouent.

'fhe youth groups ha\/e been reluctant to pay due to their projects sustainability but have tried as
their repayment rate is 57o/o.

2.0.3 Eas1, Yes conrponent

The groups that t'etrained logether afier their formation have been able lo repay their loans and
the members have ap;tlied for'[iasy Yes conrponent of the ]oan.

. Being awalded with a certificate after completion of repayment of lhe loan

. Being involved in all functions that require the input ofyouths in the District

2.0.4 On-lending sub-conrponenl through financial intermediaries

The Youths ip Yatta Constituency have shied away from lending financial inlermediaries due lo

the high irlerest rate of | 6%o charged. They don't want to borrow from the financial

intermediaries, they ale afraid that tlre financial intermediaries will take away their property

incase offailure to repay lhe loan.

The financial internrediaries do trol allow the District Youth Olficers Io know wh<.r has been

funded by thenr or the amount of ntoney involved. The officers are not able 1o monitor the

movemenl of Govelnnrent Fund flonr the financial intermediaries.

The Comnitlee observcd that it is a big omission for the Districl Youth Officer not to know whal

the financial intermediaries are doing with Government money. That the money was nol serving

its intended pur.pose siuce on)y the youths who can afford the high interest rale may benefit.

2.0.5 O bserva t ion s

Thc Committec observcd llrat: -

i) The Youth Groups ntay double register under different names

ii) Most members of the funded youlh groups leave for Nairobi either to go to college or to

work and

iii) Other groups disintegrate as soon as they get the money.

iv) The Youth Funds shorild be adr.ninistered like the Constituency Sub component (C-Yes)

ard t)re Easy Yes component as the financial intermediaries are crealing a hurdle to the

Youth development and empowerment.

2.0.6 Youth F)mJrorvernrent Centcr (YEC).

The constituency has received lhe nroney for construction of the Youth Empowermenl Center

There was a vely small piece of lar.rd (114) an acre and conslruction has nol slarted.

2.0.7 Youth I'oll,tcclr n ics

There are four Youth Polytechnics namely, Matuu Youth Polytechnic, Kariaberr Youth

Polytechnic, Gatangi Youth Polytechnic and Ndarani Youth Polytechnic

All the Youth Polytechnics are regislered by the Goventment and some of them were able to

benefit fron thc Goveulr'r.relrt funding and donalion of equipments, Matuu Youlh Polytechnic gol

a funding of l(shs 2,4I 5,000 frorn the Government in financial year 2008109 and equipments
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worth Kshs 500 000 wlrereas Karjabeu got cquipments worth Kshs 700,000 and a generator from
tl.re Constituencl, Derrelopmenl Irund. AIJ tlre Youth Polytecluic received the Subsidiz.ed 'luitir:n

progranllrle.

2.0.8 Kazi Ku,l Vij:rnl (I(K\r)

l'he Kazi Kwa Vijana was launcl:ed in Yatla where a dam and a canal on Thika River was

constructed. Irour nrinistries involved the youlhs under the Kazi krva Vijana programnle namely,

the Ministry of waler', the Mi:rrstly of Roads, the Ministry of Fisheries and the Ministry of
Forestry

The Ministr;, of Folcstly gavc olrl Kshs i77.000 and one thousand youths were employed and

planted five hundt ed thousand lrees in valious pJaces.

Other ministrics such as the Ministrl, of Water employed youths to silt the canal and dams. Six

hundred and t)riny lwo youths rvere enrployed and Kshs 2,089,000 was used in the water seclor
to sill the Yatla Canal on Thika l(jver and one thousand one hundred and sixty youths were
ernployed arrd Kshs 2,700,000 wa-c spenl lo do reservoir excavation and wall embankmenl ol a

dan with a capacity of 165 L Cubc. l-he nrinistry offisheries involved the youths in constructiorr
of fish ponds.

All the reservoirs have ,'valel and thc rvalking distances for the women 1o fetch water has been

reduced.

2.0.9 Ohse rr ri t irnr

'Ihe Kazi kwa Vijana ]lr ogral.r'r is rrot continuous and it camot sustain the youths economically
for long pe: iod.

2.0.10 Wonrcn Enterprisc Fund (\\/EF)

The Yatta Conslilirency rvas givcrr Kshs 1,000,000 for the women Enlerprise Fund and tl:c
money has bcen exhaustcd. Twcnly gloups were funded using Women Enterprise Fund. Sixteen
have fully repaid theil loatrs and only 1wo groups have not started repayment.

Yatta and Masinga Districts lrave bcnefitted from Kshs 350,000 grants from the Government in
financial year 2008/09. Yatta had eighl groups and some of the groups were funded with Kshs
160,000.

The Women ale sensitizcd on rccord ntanagement. In most cases the money they get is to
enhance projccts that thcy had stalted before. l'he women groups are involved in valuc addition
aclivities such as basl<et weavin_rt, darly cattle rearing, table banking, goats rearing among olhers.

That just as is lhe case rvith tl.re youlhs. borrowing moncy from financial intermediaries is a huge
challenge because the banks chalgc a high intcrest rate of 16yo.

i) Sonre wonren gror-lps are brief case women groups

ii) Ban_king of the women group ntoney during repayment is a challenge for some women

groups, since they don't know hora'to banl<.

iii) The financial intermediaries n:ay fund only the rich even if the money is rreant for the

poor.

iv) The rloney sl.rould be chanrreled directly to lhe community just like Conslituency

Wonren Enterprise Ftrnd so that il can benefit the intended beneficiaries.

2.0.I2 Cash fransfer for the Old People

'l-he District is not antong the beneficialies ofthe cash transfer programme for the Old Persons.

2.0.13 Cash l'ransfer for Orphans and Vulnerable Children (CT-OVC)

The Cash Transfer for Orphans anrl Vulnerable Children in Yatta District is in two locations

namely, Kithinrani and Matuu. Kitlrinranj localion has five hundred and twenty five (525)

beneficiaries while Matr-ru location has four lTundred and twenty five (425) beneficiaries bringing

the total nr.rrrber ofbeneficiaries in Yatta Districl to nine hundred and fifiy (950) households.

The nu6ber of Orphaned and Vulnerable Children in Yatla District is increasing daily and is

currently ab<.rut tlrree thousand children.

The selection process of the beneficiaries is an open exercise that cannot be easily manipulated

and the nrenrbers of the society own the whole process as thal;-

i) Targeting stal'ts wltereby tlre chiefs call Barazas and a committee of between seven and

fifieen people is formed. The contmittee is given the authority to go and nominate the

deserving lrouseltolds.

ii) Ranking is done when nomination is complete the list is laken to Nairobi and ranl<ing is

done according 1o the riumber of children per household.

iii) Verification is also done wlren the Forms are brought back from Nairobi and some

nu)rerators verify the inforntation in the forms from the locations.

iv) The iorms are laken back to Nairobi and the top most deserving families are picked.

Each household gets Ksl.rs I ,500 per month, the payment is combined for a period of two months

so the households gel a total of Kshs3,000. The money goes through the post office and the chief

announces and gives a duratiot: of two weeks for the beneficiaries to pick their money. Kshs

2,700,000l:as been disbr.rrsed to the two locations.

The funds have helped children to get uniform, medical services and food. The funds have also

helped the households to help the childlen and they no longer go to lhe streets.
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2.0.I4 Charilable Children's' Institutions (CCl)

'fhere are tu,o Chal'itable Childr en's' Institutions in Yatta Constituency namely, Mully
Children's llo;lc a;rd Jr4atuu Vision Centre

l'he Mullv (lhrldren s honrc is an inlernational Charitable Children's' Institutions registered. lt
has a capacill, of ru,o rhousa:rd childlen, rvho are picked from the streets. The home has its own
scltool. 'l'hc lrorrrc rnajnly gels assistance fi-or.n donors and the home is frequently inspected.

'.llc MatuLr Vision Cenl;e is rrol registcrcd by thc Govenr:nenl, jt rs however being inspected for
regislratiol. "l lrc horre hoLrscs altrrsed chjldren before they are transf'erred to other homes.

The group was llained by the Ministry of Forestry on lree planting and grafling, the same

Ministry gave lllem some seedlings for planting.

The group ntain)y specializes on mango tree planting and their major market so far has been the

Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports which buys trees for planting in the trees for jobs under

Kazi Kwa Vijana plogranrnres.

Each tree sells for betrveen Kshsl5 to 20 and the grafied ones sell for between Kshs4O - 50.

The Constituency got fruding of Kshs2 million. Forty four groups made up of nine hundred and

thirteen men.rbers, wilh two hundred and forty tkee ladies benefitted.

A total of Kshs825,000 has been recovered. Nine groups have completely defaulted payment but

they are still being persuaded to repay, however among the nine six groups have dissolved.

The Kianjai Youth l)olytechric ieccived tools and equipmenls worth Kshs500,000. l'he
Polytechnic also benefittcd fr-om lhe Subsidized Youth I)olytechnic 'l'uition of Kshs 2,600,000 in
FY 2007/0ti.The inryact of SYPT is rhar rhere is increased enrolment.

The MitrrntLr l)o)ytechnic is havirrg the frvin workshop being one of the oldest Polytechnic in the
larger Ir4ctu North Djslrict. I1 is in dire need of infrastructural update for tailoring and tlress
making wolJ<shop ailrolrg orlrel necds. lt benefited from government money of Kshs 5,564,141
and has so firr lcceived l(shs4.6 nr. 'l-he construction ofa lwin workshop is at slab slage.

The Kithrri l'ou1h Pol),tcchnic rcceivcd lools antl equipments wonh Kshs -500,000. rhe
Polytechric also beuelitled lio:) the Subsidrzed Youth Polytechnic lirition ofKshs 560,000.

3.0.8 Kazi Krr'a Vijana

Four depar-tnrents u,ere given funds lo implemenl the Kazr Kwa Vijana programme in the Djstrict

for FY 2008/09 and 2009/10. The Ministry of Roads. Ministry of Water, Ministry of F'orestry

and the Ministly of Planrring

In the water sector, four hundred youths were employed in financial year 200912010.

The total number of youths who pa icipaled are between eight hundred and one lhousand, with

four hundred participating on lhe roads seclor, four hundred on the water sector and between 20

to 30 in forestry.

In the roads sector, Kshs1,707,000 was used and six hundred and sevenly lwo youlhs were

employed to ciear bushes, clean culverts and 1o make and clean ditches.

The criteria for selection of the youth for Kazi Kwa Vijana work is that the area sub chief, chief
and councilors are i:rvolved in choosing the youth between I8 to 35 years. They should come

within 5sq knr perirneter.

The children are no longer going to the streets and lhere is an increase in school enrolment,

especially in the two Iocations under the programme.

1-he proglanrre started last ),ear with three implementing departments; water, forestry and roads.

Forty nine klr of loads werc repaired and five hundred and seventy six youths were engaged. A
tolal of Kshs 1.735,000 was spent in the exercise. New lanks for waler were buill and trenches

dug. The youths also cleared bushes and replaced old pipe for Magurnoni Water Project, Chuka

Water Project and Karingani wa(er projecls were compleled. One hundred and ninety sjx youths

were involved.

The pro.jects in greening ofschools and rehabilitation of forests were undertaken. Forest site of
75.5 liectales was planted with tlees.

The recruitment for the

youths was dorre across sjx walds. The Funds are being used for solid waste management, trees

for jobs. street clir.lics, beach clnics and disilting of culverts. The youth are paid Kshs250 per

day.

The youth have to be between i8 years to 35 years to be recruited for the KXV Programme.

'l'he I(azi Ku,a Vijana progranrn.re is quite effective and had been appreciated. However, the
fund:i ale not enough to absorb all the yor.rth in the districl. There was a need to increase the
fund, ng.

The Women Funds Mrcr o-Finance .lnstilutions that finance the women groups are not willing to
give their clata to govenxr.Ient district officer in most cases. The money may be stuck in the banks
withc.rut reacl.ring the intended largeted groups.

The cash transfer plogramn,e for Old I'ersons was operational in six districts ol coast provtnce.

The

prjson preciucts and lhe h;,gie:te conditions was good than many others country wide.

The lrousir.rg lbr prisons rvarders were nroderate while warders stay in mud houses.

The District Officel infolnred the comrrittee that;-

According 1o the 1999 census llte populatron of Carze was 148,000 people. The major economic

activily ofthc area is Iivcstock farnting with a blend of some agriculture. However, generally, the

conrnrunity is very poor.

The Gepder iurbalance as a result of cultural values played a big role in the slow development of
the area. Howevcr. thc few prinrary and secondary schools have been boasted by CDF funds.

There is only one youlh polytecluic which has enrolled 96 students. There are 102 primary

schools rvirh aboLrt 45,000 pupils and 20 secondary schools with about 9,500 enrolled students.

The girl child has becn neglected. There is a high level ofearly pregnancies and marriages in the

district. High intakc of local brews like mnazi and matingas has also affected the economic

groMh of the area.

Fund and Kazi Kwa Vijana. They have lransferred the manual skills to their farms and

some groups are making aboul Kshs 1,000,000 every month in busincss.

The money that goes tluough the financial intermediaries does nol reach the intended
beneficiaries.

Women groups are belter at repaying lhe Women Enterprise Fund than lhe youth when it
comes to the repayment of Youth Enterprise Developmenl Fund.
The groups that stuck logether, both women and men are able to repay their loans and

their projects are doing very well.
That Kazi Kwa Vijana Programme should be sustained by the Governrnenl.
Sonre ministry officers are handling rnore than one district thus hampering lheir
effectiveness and effi ciency.

All the groups need training on book keeping and modern management skills
Some Youth Empowerment Centers construction works are sub standard yet they have

been inspected by the relevant engineers

'l'hc constiluency had exhausted the Kshs2.000,000 that was set aside for the YIiDF.
Fony groups were funded and each of lhe groups got Kshs50,000 under the C - YES
colnponent. The groups thal rcnrained together afler their forrnalion had been able t<r

rcpay their loans and the mcmbers have applied lor Easy Yes componenl of thc loan.

'l'hc Commiltee was also inforrned tha( the youth in Yalla Constituency had shied away
liorn the financial inlermediaries for lending money. That lhey gave al higher interest rate
o1' I6%. And were afraid that the financial internrediaries would take away their propcrt)/
incase of fajlure to repay the loan.

Irurther the Cornmiltec learnt that the financial internrediaries did not allow thc l)istrict
Youth Officers to know u,ho has been fundcd by thenr or tlre anlounl ofmoncy involved,
and the officers wcre not able to monitor the movement of Cioverr.ulent ntoncy fronl thc
fi nancial intermediaries.

'l-he Commitlee noted that the District Youth Olllcer could not access the financial
rntcrrnediaries hencc did not krow whal the institutions u,erc doing rvilh Goverirntcnl
lt.toney and whether the finarrces were serving thc intcnded purpose.

Youth Enrporvermcnt Cena€r
'i-he Cornnittee learnl that thc constituency received the ntoney for conslruction of the
Youlh Empowernent Center however they had a very snrall piece of land quzrrtcr acre
and had not started cor)struclion. There rvcre four Youth Polytcchnics in Yatta i.e Ma{uu
Youth Polytecluric, Kariabeu Youth Polylechnic, (iatangi Youth Polyteclmic and Ndarani
YoLrth Polytechnic. All the Youth Polytechnics arc rcgistercd and sonte of tlrcnt were able
to bcnefit liorn the Govcrnmeltl funding and donalion of equipntents

Kazi Kwa Vijana (KKV)
KKV was launched in Yatta where a dam and canal on Thika River werc constnrcled and
four rninistries involved the youths under the KKV prograrnme. The rninistrrcs rvere; the
Minislry of water, thc Ministry of Roads, the Mlnistry of Fisheries and the Ministry of
Folestry.

'l-he Ministry of Forcslry used Kshs377,000 and onc lhousand youths were entployed and
thcy planted five hundrcd thousand trees in various places. 'l'he Ministry of Water used
Kshs 2,089,000 and employed six hundred and thirty two youths to silt lhe canal and
dalrs. Anolher one thousand one hundred and sixty youths rvere employed and
Kshs2,700,000 was uscd 1o on l{iver Thika and did reservoir excavation and wall
cnrbankment of a dam rvith a capacity of 165 L Cubc. T'he ministry ofllshcries involvecl
the youths in construction of fish ponds.

'[he inrpact ofthe rvork is that a]l reservoirs had waler and the walking distances lbr the
wonren to felch water had bccn reduced.

The Committee was also informed that Yatla Constituency was given Kshs1,000,000 and

the money has been exlausled. Twenty groups were funded using WEF and oul of the

lwenty, sixteen had fully repaid their loans and only two groups had nol started the
repayment. Yatta and Masinga Districts benefitted from sonre grants of Kshs350,000
fronr lhe Govemment. Yalta constituency had eight groups and some of the groups were
funded with Kshsl60,000. In most cases lhe money thal they got was to enlance ongoing
projects they had been ruming. Such as basket weaving, dairy cattle rearing, table
banking, and goats rearing among others.'l'he women groups are involved in value
addition activities.

The Comminee was informed that one of the financial intermediaries Kenya Women
Trust Fund was not willing to offer information on the groups which it had loaned
money.

The District was not among the beneficiaries of the cash transfer programme for the old
people.

Cash Transfer for Orphaned and Vulnerable Children
The Committee was infornred that the Cash'fransfer for Orphaned and Vulnerable
Children was in two locations in Yatta District; Kithimani location had 525 beneficiaries
while Matuu location had 425 with 950 households.

l'he Committee was informed that the number of OVC in Yatta District was increasing
daily and was about three thousand children.

The Committee was informed lhat the selection process was an open exercise that could
not be easily manipulated and the members ofthe society own the whole process. The
process was as under;

l. Nominaling a h ouse lt ol d.

The chiefs call barazas and a comrnitlee of between seven and fifteen people is fon:red.
'l'he committee is given the authority to go and nominate the deserving households. When
nonrinalion is complete the list is taken to Nairobi and ranking is done according 1o the

nurnber of children per household.

The household gets Kshsl,500 per nionth but the payment is combined for a period of
two months and so the households gcl a total ofKshs3,000. The money goes through the
post olfice and the chief announces and gives a duration of two weeks for the
beneficiaries to pick their money.

Youth Enterprise Development Fund
The committee was informed that the Nithi Constituency received Kshs1,020,000. The

money was distributed among thirty four youth groups. Most of the youth groups had

repaid. That some of the youth groups whom had benefitted from the YEDF were

making money to the lune oI Kshs I ,000,000 per monlh.

Youth Empowerment Cenlre
The Constituency was not given money for the Youth Empowerment Centre. They
however had land for lhe Centre and they were jusl awaiting allocation ofthe ntoney so

that construction can begin.

Youth Polytechnic
The District had one youth polytechnic known as Ciamakiaru Youth Polytechnic. The
Polytechric received tools from the Covernment. It was also being funded for building a

twin block workshop.

Kazi Kwa Vijana
The programme starled in 2009 with three implemenling departments; water, forest and

roads, Forty nine km ofroads wcre repaired and 576 youlhs were engaged. New tanks for
waler were buill and trenches dug. The youths also cleared bushes and replaced old pipe
for Magumoni Water Project, Chuka Water Project and Karingani water projecls were

completed. One hundred and ninety six youths were involved.

A Forest project was the greening ofschools and rehabilitation offorests were

undertaken. 75.5 hectares rvas planted with trees at Igamba Ng'ombe, Chuka forest

Station and three hundred and thirry youths were engaged.20,000 trees were also planled
at Ndagani, Njuri and Magunroni. Two hundred and fifteen youths were engaged.ln Nithi
Constitucncy the youth had transfened the manual labour 10 their fanns and had helped to

reduce crime.

Women Enterprise Fund
Nithi Constituency received Kshs I ,000,000. The money was given to twenty women
groups and each group received Kshs 50,000. Seventeen groups had lully repaid their
Ioans. Two groups received their cheques late and one group had a problem with
repayment. The District also received Kshs500,000 in lorm of grants which benefitted
fifleen women groups in 2008/09 while Kshs338,000in 2009/2010 benefitled ten

women groups.

KKV Programme
The comrnitree was informed that some of the programmes being undertaken in the
district includc; tl:e Kazi Kwa Vijana prograrrime, rehabj.litation of youth polyeclurics.
ofl-ering HIV and AIDS counseling. inculcaring entrepreneurial skills ro the yourh and
women groups. offering loans lo youth groups through the youth Enterprise
Development Irund (YEDIT) and rhe disseminarion of the Ministry of yourh and Sports
agenda through clinics (workshops and sentinars).

That Kilifi District receivcd Kshs 4 million from the Ministry of youth and Sports for
various projects in the district. The disbursement was carried out in phases and the
recruilnrenr was done across six wards. The firnds were being used for solid wastc
managenrenl. lrecs for jobs, street ciinics, beach clinics and disrlting. 'l'he youth were
paid Kshs250 pcr da1,.

The youth in the districr were involve<i in various sports activities in rhc district, for
example, the ",Sbta Mashinani".

Cash tra nsfer
That the cash transf'er prograrnnrc was opcrational jn six districts at tlre coast province.
They used rlre old dist.cts nanrely: Krvalc, Mombasa,'raita Tavcta, Malindi, Tana River
and Kilifi. The old persons wcre being paid Kshsl,500 per monlh and'.50 persons were
being paid.

Thal the selection crireria was based on the poverty index provided by the Kcnya Bureau
of Statistics. Relevant social rvorkers. officers and communities in the Distriits did thc
vetling and exclLrded pensioners and landlords. Thal from Septenrber 2009 ro 2010 about
Kshs2.7 million had been paid out and rcquested that the money may be spread out to the
new districts. l)cople with disabiljties were not considered in rhc disburicnrcnt o1'these
funds.

Persons with Disabilities fund
That persons witlt disabilitjes wcre howevcr no1 very well catered for at the tiistrict level,
since the passagc of rhe Persons with Djsabilities Act, the Natjonal council lbr persons
with l)isabilities IJoard was cxpecled to be jn place in order to control the National
Disabilities Fu.d. Pcrsons wrth disabilitics could also access funds to engage in small
enterprises through the Association for the physically Disabled (ApDK) and other
organizal ions for rhc disabled.

Further there was a vocation.tl rehabilitation oentre at Mwalate that offers ntarkel clrivcn
courscs to lhe disabied in; masonry, tailoring, woodworking er cerera. and there was a
need fbr the Govcrnntent to hire diplonra level teachers as instruclors in the ilstirutions.'l-herc rvas no data on disablcd persons. l-hat it was hard to mobilize thenr in order lo bc
educatcd .n the existence of funds at thc national lcvel. l;urther thc National Council for
Persons with Disabilities its operations wcrc not clear to the Ministrv officers.
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Prisons service
The Prisons received some tools as a result of the KKV Programme, Thal the Prisons
Department funds were being disbursed quarterly in installments and was used in tlre
prison to enhance the perimeter chain fencing, kitchen renovalion, renovation of officers'
houses and provision of a submersive pump. The project was carried oul in two phases

between 2008 and 2009 at a cost ofabout Kshs2 million.

Poverty ind ex

The poverty index was based on the geographic profiling of the well being ol Kenyans

based on $l US per day. The indices were used to identifu areas to be piloted so as lo
benefil from the social prolection prograrrrme.

Kilifi Districr wliich covers Bahari, Bamba, Chonyi, Kaloleni, Kikambala, Vitengeni and

Ganze was adjudged to be below the poverty line as follows;-

The four poorest localions; Vitengeni, Bamba, Ganze and Kaloleni werc therefore
identified for the social protection progranlme.

Youth Fund
The Ministry of Youth and Sports availed money to the district rvhich was disbursed 1o

65 youlh groups. However, efforts to recover mosl oflhe money have conre to naught as

the youth groups disinlergrated. The amount of money loaned to women groups for the
small and micro-enterprise funds through the the Kenya Women Finance Tiust (KWFT)
and Equity Bank is not known since the data is not availed to the Youth officer by the
Banks.

Kazi Krva Vijana
There is a I)istrict Management Conrmitee identifies the beneficiaries of the Kazi Krva
Vijana Prograrnme. The District Poverty Committee idenrifies those who should benefir
frorn the Casl: l'ransfcr Irund for the clderly poor.

'J-he Youth Enterprisc Dcvelopntcnt F-und recordcd low repaynlent rate because tllc
linring was poor duc to the electioneering period. The assunrption was tliat the nronel,
was meant for eJections, also lherc was no propcr record keeping ofthe bencjjciaries.

Cash Tra nsfer Fund
The Kcnya Bureau of Statislics indicated the poverty levels of thc district. 720 benefited
from the Cash Transier Fund in Changamwe District; Miritini, 165; Likoni and Shika
Adabu, 305 peop)e; Island, Majengo and OId Town, I50 Kisauni and Bamburi I65
people.

'I'he disabled have not been flrlly mainstreamed into provision of enterprise funcls.
Disabled ;:ersons and institutrons dealing wilh pcrsons with disabilities are yet lo bc
registered. l'here was no clata for the disabled at all levels.

Constituency Women Development Fund
'lhe women Enterprise Development Fund recorded a high success rate as lhe following

The district officers have no personnel to make a follow-up of the funds disbursed b1,

banks and other microfinance agencies and they do not have laid down proper guidelines
nor mandate to monitor the funds.

Children Homes and Rehabilitalion center
The larger Mombasa is a cosmopolitan city. The number of orphans u'as on the increase.
Children rehabrlitation centres were nol enough. There was the Likoni Rchabilitation
Centre and the Likoni Remand that deals with children's issues. There are 30 children at

Ihe remand home.

About sixly children homes have bcen recorded alongsidc many olhers which had not
been recorded. The homes are normally started by the locals in order to lure lourists and
donors. However, lhey do not meet the conditions for setting up a home.

There were seven registered children homes; five in Changamwe and two in Port Reitz.
Mombasa caters for many neighbouring districts and chjldren are lured lo Mombasa by
(ourjsts. There were reported cases of human trafficking in young girls. This had been
en}anced by long distance truck drivers. Societal values were also low. Among the
Mijikenda il is a taboo to talk about incest and many cases go unreported.

also aggravated the situation. The Ugandans, Mozambicans and Congolese also deals in
human trafficking under guise of setling up children homes. That an increased for the

The Commitlee visited the Mwangaza Women Group. 'l'he group received Kshs50,000
which thcy used to complete a rental house that they had slarted. lt earns them Kshs7,000
per month. Their repaymenl rate was good and they werc looking forward to a bigger
loan.

The conrmjttec was informed that the Kasava waler lrrigation was a Conrmunily projecl
olgetting piped water from river Yalla for lhe purpose of inigarion. 1'he project is ftrnded
by lhe worJd Ilank through the Ministry .f State for SpeciaJ l)rograrr.lnrcs to a tune ol'
Kshs 6,679,800. Thc water will serve a hundred households and will bc ,ai,ly used for
I-rorticulture. An lingineer from the Minisrry ol'water and Irrjgation was in charge of the
projecl other conrponents included conslrlrcrioD ofa pump, tank and watcr punrp engine
house.

Eshibem be Conrmunity Project
l-he committee was informcd that thc c.r.munity did a proposal rvhich rhey lorwarded to
the world Bank through the Minislry ol'Stale lrrr Spccial irrogramn,.. u,*r they got rhe
funding for five pro.jects.

The Committee noted that the project was incompletc but learnl fronr the Minisrry of
special Progranures officers that the funding was sropped due ro lack of accountabiliry.'fhe Comnrittee was assured by the Ministry of state for Special prograninres officers
that the project would continue up to conrplerion in rhe financial year 2OlOfil.

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The Committee was informed that the comnrunily composed of three hundred members,
and got a funding of Kshs 480,000 for their income generaling projects of dairy cattle
rearing and poultry keeping.

The community used Kshs 360,000 to acquire six dairy cows ard Kshs 120,000 to
acquire one hundred and lwenty chicken.'fhe six cows calved and the community now
had six cows and six calves. Each corv produces an average of six litres per day which
sells at Kshs45 per litre. Among the money that is received per month, Kshs 3,600 is put
into the comnlunity bank account.

That one hundred and twenty chickens werc divided among the community members and
each of the first lwelve members was given ten chickens, one cockerel and nine hens. The
one hundred and twenty chickens multiplied to five hundred and thirty by January 2010.
However trvo hundred djed due to foul typhoid before the Ministry of livestock
department helped to curb spread of the disease. The community through balloting
decjdes who will gel a calf and who gels the next batch of chicken. That way they are

able to distribute the poultry and the corvs fairly.

The Committee visited two households and saw two and their calves and the poultry
which were doing well.

The District is among the first to pilot the KKV programr:re. The District recejved
Kshs3,847,000 for trees and employed five hundred youths. The programme concentrated
on trees forjobs and 700/o of the trees have survived.



facc floods rcgularll,get support and assislance front the Ministry and other stakeholders
working with the Ministry whenever they experiencc floods.

'fhe Ministry of State for Special Programnres through the WKCDD&FM projecr have
embraced an integratcd flood management approach in addressing the perennial flood
prob)enrs in Budaiangi, within the lower reaches of River Nzoia basin.

The project is focuscd on lhe entire Nzoia river Basin considering the causes of the
flooding in Iludalangi emanate form the nriddle, upper and flood plain reaches of rhe
ba sin.

Thc WKCDD&FMP has fon:rulaled appropriate intervention measures both short rernt
and long lerm covering lhe cntire rcgion of Nzoia river basin. The basin is divided into
three regions: upper catchment, middle catchment and lower reaches ofthe floodplain.

As lhe river mcanders and slorvs down towards Lakc Vicloria, flooding takes place.
River training at thrce sections within Budalangi have already been constructed at
Siginga (about 330rr.r). near Sininda (about 290m) and Subuka (aboul 730m) with
conrbined total length of slightly more than l.3km.

Construction of 5 check/rveirs dams in the upper calchment across the tributaries of l{iver
Nzora at Kuyrva, Olare Onyonkie, Sergoit, Kibisis and Sosiani has been ongoing. The
tributaries of Kuywa and Kibisi cary lots of sill cnranating from Mt. Elgon. More of
these structures havc been identificd and will be constructed and their effect in
controlling floods will be nronitored.

'I'he silt from the uplands is transported to the floodpiain and deposited in lhe river
channel that reduces the river's flow at the river mouth towards L,ake Victoria thus
causing floods.

'l'he project in consultation with Bunyala district disaster commitee and the l)rovincial
,Adminjstration procurc,d 6 evacuation boats which are only rvailing lo bc fixed wjth
outboard engines.

clonstruclion of disaster evacuation center was slarted and this will act as the holcling
ground for affected populations during floods.
I)rocurcnrent works for the reconslruction of the norlhem and southem dykes (aboul
,j3krn) will starr once thc ongoing design lvorks are completed in the course ofthe year.

work on the dcsign o1'multipurpose danr at lhe middlc catchment is ongoing and once
complcted the funditrg rviil be sourced lor construclion.

(latchment managemL',)t continues by rehabilitating lhe nrosl degraded sub catchnrent
areas through Water Resource Managcment Authority office in Kakamega.
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So far 500,000 seedlings have been planted in Moiben, Kuywa and Sosiani rivers. The
Water Resources Users Associalion and comrnunities are involved.

I 8.8.5 Disaster preparedness
The projecl has purchased automatic waler Ievel machine and installed automatic hydro

me1 stations within the basin which enables the project staff to receive data any time at

the base station

As a measure torvards disaster preparedness, lhe issuance of daily flood rvarning systems

continues and this gives a lead time of 2 days. 'fhe inlormation is disselninated through

the local community radio (Bulala FM) supported by the project.

In collaboration with the District Disaster Management Committee, a contingency plan

has been formulated whereby various organizations have pledged to preposition various

resources in preparation for any flooding disaster.

iii. I'he reason behind the suspension of the pro.ject by the Miriistry of finance was
due to misuse of funds, which was revealed afler the World Bank instituted an
audit. However lhe Contntitlee should note that World Bank had a rnoniloring
programme and they had earlier said that lhe programme was doing weli. The
audit report revealed that Kshs54 million was ntissing, horvcver u,ith the
validation report, Kshsll million was misusetl and Kshs5 nrilljon was lost.
