The functions of rhe Presidenr of rhe Assembly of the lnter-parliamentary
Union are extremely important. ln accordance with the Statutes and Rules, as
well as IPU practice, the President of the Assembly is not only called upon to play
a leading role both as regards directing the debates and rhe smooth functioning
of rhe Assembly, bur also to negotiare and hold consultations, together with the
IPU President, and with the assistance of lhe Secretary General. The Assembly
President might be called upon to promote the search for compromise solutions
on sensitive issues with a view to ensuring fruitful results for the session
particularly, if the Assembly decides to include an emergency item.

The Presadent of the Assembly is elected by the Assembly itself, on the
proposal of the Governing Council. ln practice, even though the candidature ts
submitted by the host Parliament, it is usually proposed by a delegation wirh
whom it has friendly relat,ons. The candidature is endorsed by the Coverning
Council and ratified by rhe Assembly at the srarr of irs work. Thereafrer, thi
President presrdes over the work of the Assembly for the plenary Ceneral Debate;
in particular he op6ns the sittings and is present at the clos; of each sittinq,
insofar as possible, in order to be in the Chair wh€n deleqations exercise thelr
right of reply.

So that the Assembly President may receive as many courtesy calls as
possrble by delegations to the Assembly and according to tpu rradiiion, ir is
customary for the President to call on a number of Vice-presidents to replace him
in the Chair during srttings. The Vice-presidents rhus reguired to replace the
President are chosen by the latter, with the help of the Secretariat, taking into
account a geopolitical balance and a rotation among lpU Member parliaments
over the years.

The President will decide if he wishes to personally welcome the
President of the Inter-Parliam entary Union and the IPU Sccretary Ceneral upon
their arrival in the Counrry.
