L, The National Cohesion and Integration Act No.12 of 2008 is an Act of

Parliament meant to encourage national cohesion and integration by

The National Cohesion and Integration Commission is established
pursuant to the provisions of section 15 (1) of the Act which states as
follows: -

The membership of the Commission is stipulated in the provisions of
section 17 of the Act.

At the expiry of twenty days of the advertisement (loth July, 2Ol4l
a total of two hundred and fifty (250) applications had been
received by the OfIice of the Clerk of the National Assembly.

The Office of the Clerk of the National Assembly forwarded the
names of the two hundred and fifty appiicants (2SO)
applicants to the Departmental Committee on Justice and Legal
Affairs for interviews and Consideration.

The Departmental Committee on Justice and Affairs through the
Ofijce of the Clerk of the National Assembiy wrote to the Minister of
Interior and National Security inviting him to participate in the
process.

The Ministry of Interior and Co-ordination of National Government
sent Dr.F.O Owino, Director of National Cohesion to represent the
Ministry and participate in the exercise throughout the
recruitment process.

The Departmental Committee on Justice and Legal Affairs
considered the applications for the positions of commissioners to
the National Cohesion and integration Commission pursuant to
the provisions of Chapter six of the Constitution on leadership and
Integrity and paragraph 3 of the First Schedule to the National
Cohesion and Integration Act.
