PART I-PRELIMINARY

Citation and commencement.

I' These Regulations tlay be cited as the Parliarnentary Service (Centre lcr Parliarnentary
Sttrdies and Training) RegLrlations.20ll. and shail be deerned to have corre into force on tfie Ist
.1u1y.2009.

lnterpretation.

'2. In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires-

"Act'' nreans the Parliamenrary Service Act,2000:

"Board" means tlre Board olthe Centre constituted in accordance with regulation 5l

"Centre" means the Centre lor Parliarnentary Studies and 1-raining estahlished under regulation
3;

"Corlnrissiorr" means tlre Parlianrentary Service Conrmission;

"Director" means the Director of the Centrel and

"finarrcial year" means a period of twelve months ending on the thinieth.lune in each year.

PART II-ESTABLISHMENT AND FUNCTIONS OF'II.IE CENTRE

Establishment of the Centre.

3. ( I) There is established a centre to be knorvn as the Cenlre l'or Parlianrentarv StLrdies and
Training.



(2) The oflices of the Centre shall be offices in the parliamentary service.

Functions and objects ofthe Centre.

4.'lhe fLrnctions and objects lbr which the Centre is established are to-

(a) conducl courses for the exposition and enhancement ofthe knowledge, skills and experience

of members of Parliament and staff of the parliamentary service;

(6/ conduct courses on parliamentary matters to other persons as may be approved by the Board;

1., provide direcrly. or in collaboration with other institutions of'higher learning, t'acilities tbr

parliamentary research, studies and training;

/r// participate in the preservation and transmission of parliamenlary knowledge in Kenya;

(a/ conduct examinations lbr, and grant, academic awards as may be necessary;

(/) contribute to rhe effeclive and etficient execution by Parliament of its roles and functions in

democralic governance;

(g) prepare nrodules of training on legislation, represenlation and the oversighl roles of
Parliament, in collaboration with the National Assembly and the Senate, other national or

sLrpranational Parlianrents, and other centrcs or institutes executing similar mandates;

(hl underrake any orher busincss which is incidental to the perlornrance of any ofthe fbregoing

f'unctions.
