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13 Committal and Consideration of the Petition

Pursuant to the provisions of Standing Orders 227 (1), the petition was referred to the Departmental
Committee on Transport, Public Works and Housing for consideration and preparation of a report
within 60 days. The Committee considered the petition pursuant to the Standard Orders 227 (1) and
(2).

The Committee proceeded with the consideration of the petition by holding meetings to set up terms
of reference and scheduling meetings.

In considering the petition, the Committee invited and held meetings with the Hon. Robert Mbui.
MP, the petitioners and officials from the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure. The meetings

were aimed at responding to issues raised by the petitioners.

14 Committee Observations

Having held meetings and considered the submissions presented on the petitions, the Committee

observed that:-

’ 1. The Thwake Bridge, which links Kathiani and Kangundo regions, was swept away by the El-
Nino rains which pounded various parts of the country in 2015. As a result, economic activities
in the two regions have been disrupted since residents have been compelled to incur higher
transportation costs by using longer alternative routes to access markets, places of works, schools
and other services that sustain their socio-economic livelihoods.

2. The Kenya Rural Roads Authority undertook to launch a Bailey bridge across the gap between
Thwake Bridge and the approach road from Kangundo Constituency. The gap was as a result of

a washout on the backfill to the bridge on the Kangundo side.

The Bailey bridge is aimed at supporting vehicular and pedestrian movement between Kathiani

and Kangundo Constituencies as a short term measure before investigations were carried out to

guide on a long term solution to the wash out.

4. The delay by the Authority to rebuild the Kathiani-Kangundo bridge was occasioned by an initial
indication that the river appeared to have changed its course, causing the Authority to undertake

a geo-technical investigation to inform on the type of permanent bridge to be constructed.

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BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Petition by the residents of Kathiani Constituency in Machakos County was presented to the
House by the Hon. Robert Mbui. MP, Member for Kathiani Constituency on Thursday 25™

February, 2016 pursuant to Standing Order 225 (2)(a).

Pursuant to House rules, the petition was referred to the Departmental Committee on Transport,
Public Works and Housing for consideration and preparation of a report within 60 days. The

Committee considered the petition pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 227.
The petitioners wished to draw the attention of the House on the following:-

1) THAT, construction and maintenance of an elaborate road network. including bridges is an
essential catalyst for economic development and investment in any region;

i1) THAT, Thwake bridge, a key bridge that links Kathiani and Kangundo regions was swept away
by the El-Nino rains which pounded various parts of the country in 2015;

i) THAT, economic activities in Kathiani and Kangundo regions have been disrupted since
business residents have been compelled to incur costs of transport via longer alternative routes to
access markets, places of work, schools and other services that sustain their socio-economic
livelihood;

iv) THAT on 4" December, 2015, Engineers from the Kenya Rural Roads Authority (KeRRA)
inspected the bridge and undertook to restore it within seven days:

v) THAT, despite the fact that the Government had set aside funds to mitigate any disaster caused
by the EI-Nino rains, almost three months later the bridge. which qualifies to benefit from such
funding, is yet to be re-built;

vi) THAT, the economic well-being and social interactions of the residents has been experiencing
adverse disruption since the bridge was swept away;

vii) THAT, almost three months down the lane, efforts to have KeRRA reconstruct the bridge as
promised have been met with futility and frustration:

viii)  THAT, the matter in respect of which this petition is made is not pending before any court of
law or constitutional body.

ix) The petitioners prayed that the National Assembly through the Committee Transport, Public
Works and Housing:-

a) Investigate reasons for the inordinate delay by the KeRRA to rebuild the Kathiani-



Kangundo bridge, yet emergency funds had set aside to mitigate El-Nino-related

disasters such as destruction of roads and bridges; and

b) Recommend immediate re-construction of the bridge with a view of restoring economic

activities and interactions between the two regions back to normalcy.
SUBMISSIONS AND EVIDENCE

Having been seized of the Petition, the Committee commenced its consideration by inviting the Hon.
Robert Mbui, MP, the petitioners and officials from the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure for

a meeting on the same date. During the meeting, written and oral evidence was adduced as recorded

hereunder:-

Meeting with the Petitioners

On Tuesday 15" March, 2016 the Committee held a meeting with the Hon. Robert Mbui, MP,
Member for Kathiani Constituency. He was accompanied by the representatives of the petitioners.

On behalf of the petitioners, he informed the meeting, that:-

The Thwake Bridge, which links Kathiani and Kangundo regions, was swept away by the El-Nino
rains which pounded various parts of the country in 2015. As a result, economic activities in the two
regions have been disrupted since residents have been compelled to incur higher transportation costs
via longer alternative routes to access markets, places of works, schools and other services that
sustain their socio-economic livelihoods.

There was official communication between the County Government and the National Government
with regards to the re-construction of the Bridge, but both levels of Government were in contact in a
bid to restore a temporary solution to the matter.

Meeting with the Director General, Kenya Rural Roads Authority (KERRA)

On Tuesday 15" March, 2016, the Committee met with the Director General, Eng. John O. Ogango

and made his presentation as follows, that:-

During a public meeting held at the bridge on 4" December, 2015, the Authority undertook to launch
a Bailey bridge across the gap between Thwake Bridge and the approach road from Kangundo

Constituency. The gap was as a result of a washout on the backfill to the bridge on the Kangundo
side.

The Bailey bridge is aimed at supporting vehicular and pedestrian movement between Kathiani and
Kangundo Constituencies as a short term measure before investigations are carried out to guide on a
long term solution to the wash out.

Due to the recent Court Order prohibiting the Authority from proceeding further with the
procurement for maintenance, rehabilitation and improvement of roads in Class D. E and all other
unclassified roads falling within the mandate of County Governments, the construction works for the
Bailey Bridge will be done by technical officers from the Ministry. The installation was scheduled to
take 3 weeks.

COMMITTEE OBSERVATIONS AND RECOMMENDATION

I. The Thwake Bridge, which links Kathiani and Kangundo regions, was swept away by the El-
Nino rains which pounded various parts of the country in 2015. As a result. economic activities
in the two regions have been disrupted since residents have been compelled to incur higher
transportation costs by using longer alternative routes to access markets. places of works, schools

and other services that sustain their socio-economic livelihoods.

2. The Kenya Rural Roads Authority undertook to launch a Bailey bridge across the gap between
Thwake Bridge and the approach road from Kangundo Constituency. The gap was as a result of
a washout on the backfill to the bridge on the Kangundo side.

3. The Bailey bridge is aimed at supporting vehicular and pedestrian movement between Kathiani

and Kangundo Constituencies as a short term measure before investigations were carried out to
guide on a long term solution to the wash out.

4. The delay by the Authority to rebuild the Kathiani-Kangundo Bridge was occasioned by an
initial indication that the river appeared to have changed its course, causing the Authority to
undertake a geo-technical investigation to determine the type of permanent bridge to be

constructed.

Recommendation

The Committee having heard from the petitioners and ministry officials makes the following

recommendation, that:-

A Bailey bridge be installed as a temporary solution pending Geo-technical investigations that

are key to inform the Authority on the type of bridge to be constructed in future.

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The Committee was informed that the principal object of the Bill is to provide a legal framework for

the regulation of maritime service providers in Kenya. The Bill in particular establishes a framework
for the licensing of maritime service providers by the Authority and sets out the qualifications that
maritime service providers should possess prior to making applications for licensing.

Further, the Committee heard that the Bill seeks to ensure efficient standards of service delivery by
maritime service providers, by outlining the professional conduct that such providers should adhere to
in performing their functions.

The legal framework that presently regulates the maritime service providers sector is the Merchant
Shipping (Maritime Service Providers) Regulations, 2011.

The Committee was also informed that the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure had also given

{aeir response with regards to the Bill, noting that it did not address the whole range of issues and

allenges in the commercial maritime sector, the focus being only on licensing of maritime service
providers.

The Ministry further proposed an addition to the title of the Bill, “to promote provision of high
?andards of training and competency in maritime training institutions; to identify and promote
ommercial investment in maritime service providers and for connected purposes.”

Committee Concerns
Members raised concern over the inclusion of definition of all Maritime Service Providers in the Bill.

This would be prudent due to the various players in the Maritime Service Providers sector to avoid
conflict upon passage of the Bill into law. This way, the Bill would cover all the players in the sector.

response, the sponsor of the Bill noted that definitions had been captured in Clause 2 and the First
>Jhedule of the Bill. It was however resolved that all other players in the sector would be included in
the Bill.

The Committee recognized that the Bill would be prudent but it needed more input in a bid to have it
govern the entire Maritime Service Providers sector. It was resolved that the Committee holds a
n;Feting with the Cabinet Secretary for the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure to further enrich
the Bill.

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MIN/DC-TPWH/2016/081Consideration of the Quantity Surveyors Bill

The Vice-Chairperson invited the sponsor of the Legislative Proposal, the Hon. Lati Lelelit, M.P. to
make his presentation with regards to the proposed law, noting that the Committee had invited him
severally to make a presentation to no avail.

In response, the Hon. Lati Lelelit apologized for not honoring the invitations, saying that this had
been occasioned by matters beyond his control.

The Committee heard that the principal object of the Bill is to amend the Architects and Quantity
Surveyors Act (Cap 525) so as to provide for the separate registration and regulation of quantity
surveyors as is the practice in other commonwealth jurisdictions. .

The Committee was however concerned that it had already made steps in relation to the Bill, having
met Quantity Surveyors and received their submissions. It was therefore not clear on how the Bill’s
sponsorship shifted to the Hon. Lati Lelelit.

In his response, the Hon. Lati Lelelit noted that he was not aware of the progress that had been made ;
by the Committee and that he was approached by Quantity Surveyors to draft the Bill, which he did
as he was convinced on the necessity of such legislation in the professional field. He further requested *
the Committee to allow him push forward with the Bill as it had already been drafted in his name and
officially committed to the Committee.

It was resolved that the Bill be published given that there was a common goal to separate the
professions of architecture and quantity surveying in order to allow for the efficient growth and
monitoring of the profession of quantity surveying.
