iv. A candidate may, at any time, by notice in writing addressed to the Clerk,

withdrarv fi.om ihe approval process and the candidate's tromitration shall end

(section 6( 1o), PAPAA).

v. iemonstr.ates an understanding of the goals, policies and developmeutal objectives

of the Itation;
vi. has demonstrable leadershilt and management capacity including knorvledge of

fir-rapcial ma,agemelt apd strategic people mallagemeltt; apd

vii. rneets reqnirements of Chapter Six of the Copstitrrtiou.

Article f O(a) of the Constitution on national values and principles of governance

lS. Article ro(zj of the Constitution provides for the uatioual values and pr-incipies of
govel.r.lallce ivhich inclr-rde patriotism, natioual uuity, shaling and devolr"rtion of polver, the

ri l" of larv, democ.u"y urd participation o{' the people; humau dignity, equity, social

.iustice, inclusiveness, equality, hnman rights, rtou-discriurination atrd protection of the

inargipalisecl; goocl goverrlance, integrity, trartsparelrcy artd accor,rntability; and

sustainable develoPment.

Chapter o of the Constitution (Leadership and Integrity)

bripg houour to the nation and dignity to the oflice and ltrolnote public confideuce in the

inte.qr.ity of'the o{Iice. Also, the State olficer sirall have the responsibility to serve the

people, rather than the polvel' to rule them.

opportunities Ibr appointment, training and advanccrneut, at all levr:l.s of the public sclr.ice
of'rnen and r,l,ornen; the rnember.s o{'all ethnic groru)s; and pelsous wit}r disabilitic.s.

The Leadership and Integrity Act (Cap. t8z)
20. The Leadership and Integrity Act provides a number of obligations to a State oflicer.

'l'hese al'e, among others: to rcs])ect and abide by the Constitution ancl the lau,, prrblic

Prof. Kisiang'ani resltouded that urgellt reforms are reqr"rired in the Postal

Communication of Kenya (PCK) to enable it restructr,rre in embracing the digital world
and contribute to actirrities such as e-cornmerce, e-trade, aud e-govertlment. I-Ie noted that

the PCK can transform into a leader in shipping by leveraging on its infi'astructure sllread

across the country. I-Ie rnoreover noted that there is urgent tteed to imllrove the financial

base of the corpoi'ation and deal u,ith the pending debt issues. The Iromitree also stated

that he u,ill charnpion the r"rse of technology to streamlirte services. However, the candidate

did not appreciate the rvorhings of the National Addressing Systern.

b7. On how to deal with the issue of dominance within the telecom industry to Protect
consumers

Prof. Kisiang'ani r.ruderscored the irnportance of the Kenya Cornpetitiort Act in providine
the Competition Authority of Kenya (CAK) u,ith the maudate to protectitrg corlsumers

apd busiiresses lvith a view of prornoting fainress. He noted that the law should be

follou,ed, and no competitor should be exemPt from auy competition larvs evetr if they are

dorninant. Ife as u,ell mentioned that the goverltment should exltlore rvays olencouragirtg
and supporting the less domiuant lllayers.

58. On his view on regulation of telecornrnunication operators so mobile telephone
services are regulated by Communication Authority of Kenya while rnoney-related
services are regulated by Central Bank ofKenya

Prof. Kisiane'ani respouded that the risli of cotrcentration is rtot good. I{e ernllhasised that

rve leecl a leeislation to split the eutities to spread the risk. Additionally, he expressed

that caution ireeds to be talten see s,hethet' the best direction s,ottld be to have the s1>lit

eptities in the same mothel'cornpany or different ones. IIe strggested that splitting to

diflbrent entities s,ould ol)en more job oPportunities and improve the quality of'service.

59. On the developtnent of local content

Prof. I{isialg'api ex}tressed that it is irnitortant to bLrild atrd nttrtrtre talertt. 'lhe rninistry
shorrld set u1t a local coutellt policy that increases the atnoLlllt of local cotrtetrt constttnecl.

lje then afljrrnecl tirat he rvill endear.'out' to raise local content cotrsumed locally to ioo/o

u,ithin l) years of'asstrntlttiort of oflice.

60. To adclress the prolifcration of falie ncws and inaccuratc infbrrnation throrrgh
digital rnedia.

l'roi. l{isiartg''alti intirtiatecl that there is ueccl lol go\ierllr)rcllt clepartrnents ancl agcncics
to have dcsignated o{}icers taskecl u,ith dissenrinating infornration irr real timc sincc laclt
of accurate infbrrnatiorr resrrlts to sprcad of'lhlte neu,s.

Itr s<>nrc ittstatrces, thc clelay in lelaying infbrnration to the llLrblic, especialiy by concelnt:d
entities leads to misirtfbrmatiort. In his vir:w, the firll irnplernentation of the Conrputer
Misr"rse and Cybercritnes Act rvill deter the clissi:rnination of infbrrnation.

61. On busitress tuln-arotrnd Strategy on Kenya Broadcasting Corporation (KBC)

Prof Kisiang'ani toolt cogr.tizturce of'the fact that I{BCl is cornnrercially molibLrnd aud lhces
cash Ilou, problems rnanifbsted by existencc of ltending. rernittances of statutory
dcducti<>ns, delays in pensi<;n payments amonll c>thers. IIe submitte:d that he shall institute
an atrdit ou humatr t'esorlrcc management, assct utiliz.ation ancl conrmercial viability t<;
iulornt policy and administt'ative course of'actiou to initiate for execLrtion. IIe trnderscoled
the need fbr br"rclqetary allocatiolls as zul irnnrediate intervention to cater. for strr"rcttrral
changes and modenriz.ation of'the I{llC eqrriltrnr:ut's and ltroccsses.

IIe acltno'nvledged the leaclership challernges rvithin the National Broadcastel and
cornmitted to overseeing the neecled adrninistrative remedies.

62. On Strategy to utiliz.e USF in addressing connectivity disparity

Prof. l{isiang'ani acltuorvleclged that the intcncled affirmative })urpose of the {irnd in
maliing available nertrvorlis in unclerserved and unserved regions has been disnrally
achieved. I-Ie submittecl that the poor perforrnance of the funcl is largely on accor-rntol'the
itrvolvenrent of the -I'elcorn operators in the decision mahing on the spatial clistribution o1'
their resltective netr,vorl<s, a nratter he courrnitted to tacltle rvhen altpointed. IIe ltointed
oLrt that this has made cotnnrercial cortsiderations get more prominence at tl.re expense of'
eeogralthical eqr-rity in clistribution of the netu,orlis. To address this, he exltounded on the
treed to incentivize Telconr operators to avail netw'orlis in tnargiualiz.ed regions.

63. On rnedia regulation arnidst proliferation of local rnedia stations

l']rof. l{isiartg'ani aclttronleclgecl the need fbr the respective regrrlatory authorities and
bodies sttch as Cotrtttrrrnication Arrthority of' licnya and Media Council of Kenya t<r

intltrt>r,t: their capacitl, 1,, address the existing ltrobiems ol'contravention ol rclel'ant
nredia Iarvs. IJe dernonstratecl horv durintr high political seasous media rr.rles and
regttlations are flarvecl u,ith irnptrnity. I{e indicatcd that therc is neecl to strictly eulirrce
the meclia laws and to enhance irainine of' the rneclia practitioners. Thr<>Lrgh his
steu,ardship, Ite committed to collaborate with various relevaut stalteholders to {ill in the
galts in lavvs by forrnrrlating aucl {)rst-tracking pr'ocesses of enactrnent of new legislations.

80. On slow irnplementation of projects in Konza Techno polis

llng. -I-anui toolt the Cornmittee thror-rgh the history of the Kouza techuo polis since the

time he took orrer as tire Chief' Executive Officer. Ife estirnated the ctlrrent general

comltletion statLts zrt 9Oo/o and provided details of sltecific progress levels of varior"rs

conrfonents such as horizontal infr astructrrres, olfice bloclt and smart city facilities. While

appreciating the roonr to flast trach the executiou of the projects, he pointed ottt that it
takes long tirne to establish such a techno polis and strbmitted that the project is otr-

coLll'se.

With this in urind, he acldressecl thc ulrrnerous.job opportunities that g'overnrnent dig'ital
proglams such as -lhe Presidential Digital Prograrn, AJiRA platfornr, ancl KONZA
techtropolis (over Sooojobs) have ct>ntributed torvards.job creation. IIe buttressecl that
proglarns such as the AJIIlA initiativc have cnabled talent tr> acccss the global marltr:t.
