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PART I

THE YEAR UNDER REVIEW

During the year under review, as in the previous year, agricultural activities took ptace in five of
the six schemes under National lrrigation Board. Rice was produced in four of the schemes and
remained the most important crop. lt accounted tor 92,95o/o of the schemes crops gross value.
Other crops grown were onions, chillies, cotton, water melons and pawpaws. Maize was grown
in Mwea lrrigation Settlement and Perkerra lrrigation Scheme mainly for subsistence. The area
under crop increased slightly from 8,1O1 in 1993/94 to 18,117 hectares during the yoar under
review.

There were no farming activities in Hola lrrigation Scheme as was the case in the previous year
due to lack of irrigation water which was caused by River Tana having changed its course at the
schemes water intake point. The total gross value of the crops grown in the five schemes
increased from Kf,15,986,318 in 1993/94 to Kf,16,987,561 in the year under review, an increase
of 6.30lo. However, there was a decrease in the net payment to farmers from K€8,5O1,604 in the
previous year to Kf,8,143,O2O during the year under review, a drop of 4.2o/o. The improvement in
gross value of the crops was attributed to increase in producer prices of paddy. Paddy producer
prices rose from Kshs. 8.OO to Kshs. 8.4O per kg for Sindano and from Kshs. 1 1.2O to Kshs.
12.0O per kg for Basmati. But the drop in net payment to farmers was attributed to lower paddy
deliveries in the other three rice schemes except Mwea and lower prices for onions and chillies.

Detailed Engineering Design works for phase ll of Mwea lrrigation Development Project continued
during the year under review. At Hola lrrigation Scheme there was no progress on the re-location
of the pump station due to lack of funds as in the previous year.

PART !I

STAFF AND ADMINISTRATION

The staff situation remained satisfactory. The staff establishment decreased f rom 1 ,O42 in June
1994 to 1,O15 in June 1995, a decrease of 2.60/o.

As in the previous year, one Japanese lrrigation Engineer was attached to the Engineering
Department at Head office while seven experts were based at Mwea lrrigation Agricultural
Development (MIAD) Project as part of the Technical co-operation with Japanese lnternational
Cooperation Agency (JICA). The composition of Board staff as at 3Oth June 1994 and 3Oth June
1995 is shown in Table 1 .

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PART III

IRRIGATION AND ENVIRONMENT

As in the previous years, the Board contrnued to be involved in the general environment and
health management in all the schemes in collaboration with the Ministry of Health and other
medical organizations. The main programmes were aimed at preventron of diseases prevalent in
irrigated areas such as malaria and Bilharzra (Schistosomiasis), environmental management, health
education and treatment where necessary. Some sporadic outbreaks of Typhoid fever occurred
at Mwea lrrigation Settlement during the year under review, but the situation was brought under
control through the combined efforts of both the Board and Ministry of Health staff.

Limited quantities of anti-malarial drugs were provrded especially to pregnant women and children.
The Board continued to apply molluscrdes for control of snail vectors and High Spreading (H.S)

oils for control of mosquito larvae. The envrronmental management undertaken to reduce incidents
of diseases included such operations as clearing of the vegetation in the canals, filling of water
troughs, draining of unwanted water bodies and proper disposal of items whrch could hold
water. Farmers were encouraged to keep sound sanrtation around their homesteads to minimize
bacterial infections and parasitic infestations. Board staff also organized barazas for health
education purposes. During the barazas, the farmers were taught generally about some of the
diseases common in their schemes and how to take preventive measures. The drseases covered
included AIDS, Bilharzia, Malaria, lntestinal helminths, Amoebiasis and bacterial infections.
Nutrition and family planning were discussed.

During the year under review, a few health activities were carried out by the Board in collaboration
with other medical organizations. Population and Health Services (PHS) provided various family
planning devices to both staff and farmers while African Biodiversity lnstitute (ABl) Project
organized sale of drugs through Bamako lnitiative Pharmacies at Mwea.

PART IV

PRODUCTION AND SETTLEMENT

The trends in irrigated agricultural production in the six schemes are as shown in Table ll. As in
the previous year, there was no production at Hola lrrigation Scheme due to the change in the

course of River Tana which left the pumping station dry. The total gross value of crops grown in
the five operational schemes increased from Kf.15,986,318 in 1993/94 to Kf'16,987,561 during

the year under review, an increase ol 6.3o/o.

The scheme by scheme gross returns per hectare for both 1993/94 and 1994/95 are summarized

in Table lll. The mean gross return per hectare decreased tromKf.2,756 in 1993/94 to Kf'2,O91 in

1gg4/g5 a decrease ol 24.'lolo. Mean net return per farmer also decreased from Kf.1,431 in 1993/

94 to K€1,O9O during the year under review, a decrease ol 23.9o/o.

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PART V

THE IRRIGATION SCHEMES

1. MWEA IRRIGATION SETTLEMENT

ln Mwea lrrigation Settlement, paddy deliveries to the reception centres increased marginally

from 24,206 tones in 1993/94 season to 24,892 tonnes in 1994/95 season, an increase of
686 tonnes or 2.8o/o. A much higher delivery would have been recorded if farmers had

refrained from paddy smuggling and illegal retention of harvested paddy. A mean yield of
22.9 bagstacre ,4.2 t/ha) was recorded as compared to 22.2 bags/acre (4.1 t/ha), in the
previous year, an increase of 0.7 bags/acre or 3.2o/o. Sindano variety was grown in 4,524
acres (1,831 ha) with average delivery of 34 bags per acre (6.3 t/ha) while Basmati variety

was grown in 9,992 acres (4,044 hectares) with average delivery of 18 bags per acre (3.3 t/
ha). The farmers retained for home consumption a total ol 45,246 bags (3,393 tonnes)

which is not included in the deliveries to reception centres'

The 1994/95 paddy crop realized a gross value of K{.13,842,238 as compared to KE11 ,844,567
in the previous year, an increase of 16.9%. The above improvement in gross value of crop is

attributed to both higher crop deliveries and increase in paddy producer prices. The prices

rose from Ksh. 8.OO to Kshs. 8.4O per kg and from Kshs. 11.20 to Kshs. 12.OO per kg for

Sindano and Basmati paddy respectively.

There was an improvement in the mean net income per f armer f rom Kshs. 41 ,233 in 1993/94

to Kshs. 44,O11 during the period under review, an increase of 6.7o/o. The number of farmers

earning over Kshs. 1O-,OOO decreased from 83.3% in 1993/94 to 77.5o/o during the period

under ieview. Lack of spares and at times intermittent shortage of water were experienced.

However, the working spirit was very high among the staff involved in rotavation exercise. A

total of S,B4O ha weie rotavated in 132 days in 1994/95 as compared to 5,833 ha in 1 1 1

days in the previous year. The average number of tractors in the field was 19 while the

overall output was 2.39 ha/tractor/day as compared to 2.5'l hallractor/day in 1993/94 with

an average of 21 tractors.

During the year under review, some farmers grew a second crop during the long rains season

in.the scheme for demonstration purposes. Twenty farmers grew a second rice crop in 23

acres (9.31ha). They harvested 378 bags of paddy, averaging 16.4 bags per acre (3.O t/ha).

Six farmers grew 6 acres (2.43 ha) of soya beans whereas seventeen farmers grew green

grams. lt was very easy to dispose the green grams locally, but the soya bean crop had not

been sold by the end of reporting period.

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2. PERKERRA IRRIGATION SCHEME

During the year under review, the scheme recerved rainf all amounting lo 447 .1 mm compared

to 529mm recorded in 1993/94.

Onion production increased from 997 tonnes rn 1993/94 to 1,360 tonnes from 108 ha during

the year under review, an rncrease ol 36.4o/o. This gave an average yield of 12.59 t/ha against

that of g.9g t/ha in the previous year (Table lX). But onion prices remained very low throughout

the year (Tables X and Xili'A'total oi 122.2 tonnes of dry chillies was realized from 69'4
hectares which was an equivalent of 1.8 t/ha. Thrs was lower than the 2.1 tlha realized tn

the previous year (Table Xll). The low yrelds rn the chrllies crop was due to marketing problems

and the low Prices offered.

There was an increase rn seed cotton productron from 75 tonnes in 1993/94 to 120.3 tonnes

during the year under review. The average yrelds rmproved lrom 2.86 t/ha in 1993/94 to 3.1 t/
ha during the period under revrew (Table XVI).343.3 tonnes of pawpaw were realized from

16 ha during the year under revrew as compared to 265 tonnes f rom 1 t ha in the previous

year. A total ol g44.4 tonnes of warer Melon was produced in 1994/95 as compared to 264

tonnes in 1993/94.

As a result of the low prrces pard for both onron and chillies crops during the year under

review, the gross value o{ the crops clecreased from Kf'1 ,429,293 in 1993/94 to Kf'1,198,306,

a decrease ol 16.2o/o. The rret payment to plot holders likewise decreased from Kf,840,991 in

1gg3ig4 to Kf.625,314, a decrease of KL215,677 or 25.60/o during the year under review

(Table ll). The mean net retunt per farmer also decreased from Kshs.42,799 in the previous

year to Kshs. 31 ,742, a decrease of Ksl.rs. 11,057 or 25.8o/o. Perkerra lrrigation Scheme

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3. HOLA IRRTGATION SCHEME

As reported in the previous year, there were no farming activities carried out in the scheme
during the period under review.

4. AHERO IRRIGATION SCHEME

During the year under review, the scheme delivered 1 ,993 tonnes of paddy as opposed to
2,7 12 tonnes in the 1993/94 crop, a decrease ol 26.5o/o. The gross value of the crop dropped
from Kf'1,084,860 in the 1993/94 to K€837,131 during the year under review, a decrease of
22.8o/o. The 519 farmers in the scheme earned a total net income of Kf.118,76g during the
year under review compared to a net income ol K8428,O57 in 1gg3/94. The unit area yields
decreased from 3.16 t/ha in 1993/94 to 2.32 t/ha during the year under review while the net
income per f armer decreased f rom Kshs 16,495 in 1993/94 to Kshs. 4,577 a decrease of
360%.

There were shortages of tractors and rotavators for land preparation due to old age and lack
of spares. To save the situatron both dry and wet land preparation were undertaken in the
scheme. A total of 334 acres (135.2 ha) were dry ploughed by private contractors. The
tractor output decreased lrom 3.2 to 3.OO hal:r'actotlday during the year under review. Ahero
lrrigation Scheme production statrstrcs, land preparation and distribution of farmers over
various income classes are given in tables XVlll to XX.

5. WEST KANO IRRIGATION SCHEME

During the year under revtew, there was a wrde spread outbreak of Rice Yellow Mottle Virus
(RYMV) disease in the scheme. 252 acres (102 ha) out of 2,224 acres (9OO ha) planted with
paddy in the scheme were extensively damaged by the disease. The RYMV infectron was
more than 60% in the 252 acres that gave yrelds below break even points. The remaining
1,972 acres (798 ha) were not severely af fected and gave yrelds above break even points.
However, high illegal retention of paddy by the farmers resulted rn low dehvery of paddy to
the reception centre. A total ol 1,726 tonnes were delrvered during 1994/95 as compared to
2,997 tonnes during the prevrous year, a decrease ol 42.4o/". The gross value of the crop
was K1724,914 durrng rhe year under revrew as compared to Kf,1,196,628 in 1993/94, a

decrease ol 39.4o/o. The net payment to plot holders decreased from K€353,509 in lgg3/g4
to Kf,99,O79 during the year under review, a decrease of K€254,430 or 72o/o. The net income
per farmer also decreased from Kshs 12,795 in 1993/94 to Kshs. 3,583 during the year under
review, a decrease of 72o/o.

As in the previous year, there were severe shortages of tractors and rotavators due to old
age and lack of spares. Only 729.75 acres (295 ha) were rotavated by the Board tractors
during the season. Atotal of 1,144.5 acres (463 ha) were dry ploughed by private contractors.
The tractor output for the rotavated fields was 2.5 haltactor/day. West Kano rice production
statistics and distribution of farmers over various net income classes are given in Tables
XXI to XXlll respectively.

6. BUNYALA IRRIGATION SCHEME

During the year under review a total of 214 ha were cropped. There were no srgnificant
disease incidences in the scheme. The Scheme expenenced illegal retentton of paddy by
farmers resulting in lower deliveries compared to the previous years. A total ol 917 tonnes of
paddy were delivered during the year under review compared to 1 ,O72 tonnes in 1993/94 a
decrease ol 14.5o/o. The gross value of the crop decreased trom Kf-428,97O in 1993/94 to
K8384,972 during the year under review, a decrease of 1O.3%o. The net payment to larmers
decreased from Kf.195,171 in rhe previous year to Kf.165,642 in 1994/95, a decrease of
15.1o/o. The net return per farmer decreased lrom Ksh. 29,797 in the prevtous year to Ksh.
25,O97 in 1994/95. The percentage of farmers earnrng Ksh. 1O,OOO and above decreased
lrom 89.4o/o in 1993/94 to 84.9% during the year under review.

The tractor output increased from 1 .62 haltractorlday in the previous year to 2 haltactorlday
in 1994/95. Bunyala Bice Production statrstrcs and distribution ol farmers over various net
income classes are given in tables XXIV to XXVI.

2, AHERO IRRIGATION RESEARCH STATION

The station continued to carry out research programmes armed at allevratrng vanous procluctron
problems in the rice grourtng schemes. The brggest challenge was the control of Rrce yellow
Mottle Virus (RYMV) outbreak rn West Kano lrrrgatron Scheme. A numtrer of rrce valetles
were screened for their resistartce to Rrce Yellow Mottle Virus. Rice vanely selectron remarned
the main component in the nce research programmes. Trrals were also carrred out on proper
crop management practices eg. fertrlrzer usage, weed control, crop protectton practices and
crop water requlrements. General monitorrng ol water use was also carrrecl out ut the schemes.

MWEA IRRIGATION RESEARCH STATION

The research programmes in the statton contrnued to be linkecl to those ol Ahero lrrigatron
Research Statron. Rice variety, Crop Marragement and Crop Protection trrals were carried out
in the station. The station was rnvolved rrr monrtonng pests and drseases rncidences rn
Mwea lrrigation Settlement. The station as tn the prevtous years continuecl to undertake
multiplication of pure seed as well as supervrsing commercral rrce seed productron rn the
scheme.

4. MWEA IRRIGATION AGRTCULTURAL DEVELOPMENT (M!AD} PROJECT

The Project as in the prevtous year contrnued wrth the tmplementation of the five year
technical co-operation programme as srgned rn the schedule of rmplementation. The prolect
was involved in rice variety selecttons, vanety performance evaluatron, sorl improvement
techniques, water management, machrnery testrng and utilizatron. The project continued to
train both staff and farmers on vanous aspects of nce growing.

3
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5. PERKERRA IRRIGATION RESEARCH STATION

The station carried out trials on onions, cotton and maize. Fertilizer, lrrigation and Crop
Protection trials were carried out. Post-harvest keeping quality of onions was given special

emphasis.

6. TRAINING

The Board continued as in the previous years to train both farmers and members of staff by

holding seminars and organising courses locally. ln addition the Board organised field days

for farmers in various schemes.
